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Education in the 21st century is already the New World’s education. We had
to feel these features in early 2020, when almost the whole world faced the
pandemic. Covid narrative (according to S. Zizek) led us to the cove world. All
levels of education have come close to solving many issues in the new environment.
But the complexity of the situation is aggravated by the fact that we are witnessing
changes within the person oneself, anthropological issues are born and unfold in new
contexts. This cannot be ignored when discussing any issues related to educational
practices. There are many challenges, and the main one, on our mind, is the question
of conceptual resources: what conceptual principles should be leading ones in such
a difficult situation, whether the efforts of educators can be fully realized, or they
remain the utopian projects. The role of education is constantly growing in such a
complex-hybrid world. No wonder, considering the topic of democracy in Ukraine
in the past, present and future ("Why Is Ukraine a Democracy? TCUP Conference"
February 1-5, 2021, Harvard Ukrainian Summer Institute), F. Fukuyama emphasized
that education is one of the main tasks of every scientist, teacher and public figure.
The mission of education is to form the new people generation. Let it be not only a
slogan, but also a truly conceptual aim in our seminar’s work. There are many
questions: how to preserve and multiply the intellectual baggage, how to work on
the task of forming the skills of critical evaluation in the advanced capabilities of
social networks, how not to lose the teacher's individuality and to increase attention
to it within the younger generation, how to form a dream, focus into the future.
Movement without understanding, without the teleological characteristics of
development can bring destructive elements in there. So the search and the probable
responses may become for us the guideline in the further professional movement.

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INTEGRATION OF UKRAINE INTO THE INTERNATIONAL
SCIENTIFIC AND EDUCATIONAL SPACE: PROBLEMS AND
PROSPECTS OF FORMATION

The relevance of the Ukraine's integration research into the international
scientific and educational space is very important. Integration improves the image,
ranking and international recognition of universities in the international educational
space; expanding opportunities for international exchange and further integration
into the international scientific and educational space; expansion of scientific
contacts and opportunities with the scientific community for Western and Asian
universities; expanding the exchange of professors, students and graduate students
and participation in research activities in connection with the expansion of academic
mobility and obtaining double diplomas; conducting joint scientific events -
conferences, round tables, professors exchange to expand the opportunities for
scientific contacts. The vector of Ukraine's integration into the international
scientific and educational space determines the modernization of the university
community representation in the international innovative communications space.
The main indicators of a scientist's scientific activity and his rating assessment are
quantitative and qualitative digital indicators of a scientific department or scientific
institution. The main problems in the activities of academic staff are: the lack of
mechanisms to encourage professors for scientific activity and productivity;
ignorance of the professors vast majority about the requirements for the university;

insufficient awareness of professors about international scientometric databases;
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lack of national scientific publications indexed in the scientometric databases
Scopus and Web of Science; low professors demand in the international labor
market. Taking it into consideration, the scientific and educational space of Ukraine
should be an open dynamic system, respond instantly to today's demands and be
characterized as prognostic. This requires the expansion of scientific contacts on
joint research projects, including the signing of bilateral agreements; writing joint
monographs published in the languages of the European Union, as required by our
reports; holding joint scientific conferences; intensification of scientific professors
exchange, students, graduate students, undergraduates within the framework of
academic mobility; intensification of writing joint articles and abstracts within

international conferences, receiving grants for common topics.

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ACADEMIC SOCIAL RESPONSIBILITY IN A POST-TRUE AGE

Global changes in higher education (internationalization, mobility,
democratization, diversification, commercialization, etc.) contribute to the growth
of academic social responsibility (Academic Social Responsibility, 2018). It is about
responsibility not only in the academic sphere (teaching, research) but also about the
impact of education on society mainly through the education of citizens and
educational work.

The expression of the public dimension of education contributes to the
legitimation of the values of the modern nation-state. It is no coincidence that
recently one of the criteria for determining the rankings of universities is to take into
account their positive impact on society, which is considered in the context of the
implementation of social responsibility by academic communities. It is noteworthy
that the latter is a mechanism for implementing the so-called third mission of
universities.

The transformation of education into an effective social force is possible due
to: 1) the weakening of ideology as a key factor in legitimizing the traditional
modern state (J. Habermas) and 2) the need for a "new enlightenment” (Club of
Rome, 2017).

The level of awareness of social responsibility by academic communities
captures the concept of academic social responsibility, which we consider in the

context of the discourse of corporate social responsibility (CSR).

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PRE-COLLEGE PHILOSOPHY EDUCATION- OLD SOLUTIONS FOR
NEW PROBLEMS

The interest in the role of philosophy education in the functioning of modern
society has been growing recently. Fake news, post-truth, informational overload or
manipulation, unprecedented access to publishing thanks to Internet endanger
democracy and rationality of human decisions. However, philosophical education
was considered a remedy long before the present challenges of information society.
Philosophers like Kazimir Twardowski and his students that formed the Lvov-
Warsaw School engaged considerable amount of work into the promotion and
creation of the logic culture among the society. Due to their philosophical program
based on analytical tools they rejected teaching of history of philosophy as a pre-
collage subject. Instead, they supported school curriculum of propaedeutic of
philosophy based on logic and psychology teaching. Twardowski claimed that one
need to learn first how to thinking correctly and what cognitive biases to avoid to be
able to act efficiently and work for the prosperity of the society. Although
Twardowski and his students referred to Gymnasium level half a century later
similar ideas appeared in the United States with prof. Matthew Lipman who is
considered the founder of philosophy for/with children movement. Both Professors
devoted their academic careers to philosophical education on the pre-college level
taking the social responsibility of University seriously. It seems that nowadays it is
worth to acknowledge the ideas of both of them and the influence of the
philosophical education on the problems of modern society.

EDUKACJA FILOZOFICZNA W SZKOLE - STARE ROZWIAZANIA
DLA NOWYCH PROBLEMOW

W ostatnim czasie ro$nie zainteresowanie rolg edukacji filozoficznej w
funkcjonowaniu wspotczesnego spoteczenstwa. Fake newsy, post-prawda, nadmiar
informacji lub manipulacja informacyjna, bezprecedensowy dostep do publikacji
dzigki Internetowi zagrazaja demokracji 1 racjonalnosci ludzkich decyzji. Jednak
edukacja filozoficzna byla uwazana za remedium na dlugo przed obecnymi
wyzwaniami spoteczenstwa informacyjnego. Filozofowie tacy jak Kazimierz
Twardowski 1 jego uczniowie, ktorzy tworzyli Szkote Lwowsko-Warszawska,
wlozyli wiele pracy w promocje 1 tworzenie kultury logicznej w spoteczenstwie. Ze
wzgledu na program filozoficzny oparty na narzgdziach analitycznych odrzucili
nauczanie historii filozofii jako przedmiotu w szkole. Zamiast tego popierali
program propedeutyki filozofii oparty na nauczaniu logiki 1 psychologii.
Twardowski twierdzil, ze trzeba najpierw nauczy¢ si¢ prawidlowego myslenia 1
jakich bledow poznawczych unika¢, aby moc dziata¢ efektywnie i pracowac na rzecz
dobrobytu catego spoteczenstwa. Chociaz Twardowski 1 jego uczniowie odnosili si¢
do poziomu Gimnazjum, poét wieku pdzniej podobne pomysty pojawity si¢ w
Stanach Zjednoczonych u prof. Matthew Lipmana, uwazanego za twoérce ruchu
filozofii dla/z dzie¢mi. Obaj profesorowie poswiecili swoje kariery akademickie na
rzecz edukacji filozoficznej na poziomie przed uniwersyteckim, traktujgc powaznie
spoleczng odpowiedzialnos¢ osrodkdw akademickich. Wydaje sie, ze w dzisiejszych
czasach warto zainteresowa¢ si¢ ideami obu z nich oraz wplywem edukac;ji

filozoficznej na problemy wspotczesnego spoteczenstwa.
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TWO MEANINGS OF EDUCATION ARE TWO CONSEQUENCES FOR
HUMANS

Socrates is recognized as the first who properly assessed the impact of word
variability on reflection and understanding. The usage of certain words in the precise
meaning prompted the philosopher to free them from arbitrariness. In particular, this
ambition motivated Socrates to seek the essence of virtue (apetn). To answer this
question, the philosopher distinguished two meanings of virtue. This can be revealed
primarily by the works of Plato. Thus, in the dialogue "Phaedo™ Plato through
Socrates distinguished genuine virtue from its deceptive phantom, and in the
dialogue "Banquet” — true virtue from its illusory image. Other philosophers of
Antiquity also used to distinguish the two meanings of virtue. For example, Aristotle
distinguished the stainless behaviour of a man from its pretense, while Seneca —
simple and obvious virtue from the dark and illusory one. The antique philosophers
were encouraged to conduct such distinguishing by Sophists.
(1) The Sophists believed that knowledge was a created object that could be
transmitted directly through writing or any discourse. Therefore, anyone who wants
to master virtue can acquire it through persistence and learning.
(2) Philosophers believed that knowledge was not a created object that could be
transmitted directly through writing or any discourse. A person cannot learn virtue
because it is not passed from one man to another. Even the wisest people cannot pass
on to others the virtue they are endowed with.
(1) Sophists focused on the transfer of ready-made knowledge, effective in certain
practices of life, in the form of teacher’s answers to students’ questions.
(2)  Philosophers started from the awareness of the lack of knowledge and the

desire to achieve it by someone’s own efforts. In their opinion, this could be

facilitated by the exchange of views between several people who are able to discuss
freely on any topic.

(1) According to the sophists, a person is able only to reproduce externally
imposed images of virtue.

(2) According to philosophers, a person is able to achieve an independently
created image of virtue.

In my opinion, the appeal to distinguishing of two meanings of virtue by
ancient philosophers and the display of such attempts in history of philosophy can
help today to clarify the differences in the variant meanings of education and their
consequences for man. What kind of education does formal and informal institutions

offer today: real or pretended, true or deceptive? Here is the question to consider.

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PROBLEM-BASED LEARNING AS THE METHOD OF
CONSTRUCTIVISM DIDACTICS

In constructivism approach knowledge is not understand as ‘reflection’ or
‘representation’ of reality. It is some kind of a map which (better or worse) makes
functioning in the world possible. Knowledge becoming a tool, which main aim is
to equal to the task of, natural and also basic, requirement posed by environment —
adaptation.

It means about organism’s ability to survive and stay in cognitive balance,
while taking into account the conditions and restrictions set by his current living
environment (see Glasersfeld, 1981, 1991a). In this perspective student constructs
his/her knowledge (cognitive representation), while he/she is an active participant of
cognitive process. Conception of constructivism’s epistemology demands an
appropriate the way of implementing the postulates to the matter of education and
also looking for practical constructivism’s didactics mode of action. It is mostly
aimed at developing an individual abilities of studying. Method problem-based
learning (PBL) belongs to constructivism education strategy. PBL is one of the most
interesting and cognitively attractive activating learning methods. The use of PBL
in academic education would have a visible impact at the level of teaching practise.
However, the change that could be brought about at the paradigmatic awareness
level of lecturers and students is more important. PBL is not only a specific way of
student activities (and academic teacher in relation to them), but a completely
different way of thinking about what education is.

In connection with above, the aim of our speech will be:

(a) theoretical assumptions of PBL;

(b) arguments in favour of using PBL in constructivism model of education.
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PROBLEM-BASED LEARNING JAKO METODA DYDAKTYKI

THE INFLUENCE OF EMBODIED RATIONALITY ON EDUCATIONAL
AND ANTHROPOLOGICAL CHANGES

Dealing with distance learning, we have a map of the didactics of the future.
This topic should be considered in the context of a new understanding of rationality,
which entails issues of anthropological nature, first of all, and the development of
modern philosophical and scientific concepts, and secondly. We understand that
most of our experiences are bodily realizations and are building blocks for shared
understanding and development. It turns out that not only theory and explanation are
important in learning, but also physical experience. Education draws attention to
phenomenology, offering to reconsider reality, to look at it in a new way, taking into
account the meaning of the body and the body (the theme of the meaning of the body
reminds us that most learning grows from the experience we receive through the
body). Phenomenology has revealed the meaning of the corporeal, and post-
phenomenology, which reveals its internal tension, cracks and ruptures, attracts us
to a new understanding of the meaning of the body and the corporeal. Science
(psychological concepts, research in biology, semiotics) provide an opportunity to
expand our horizons, emphasizing the relationship between the environment and the
body that exists in it. The second line unfolded in the context of cognitive science,
in particular in neurolinguistics, linguistics, which studies thought processes, and so
on. The achievements and further developments in the field of high-tech (Human-
Computer Interaction, HCI), where the process of human-computer interaction is
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studied and improved, are impressive. This makes it possible to look at the problem
of rationality more broadly, in new perspectives and put forward a thesis about the
need to talk about bodily rationality. To these developments are added reflections on
a new culture and anthropology: if the culture of the body begins with the ordinary,
everyday and then rises to the level of socially significant, it becomes clear priority
and rehabilitation of sensory, intuitive effects, etc. (as a small example: appeal to the
body is not was taken into account, it was as if "forgotten”, but the metaphor of "'care
for the body", which acquired in the phenomenology of principle (M. Heidegger,
P. Ricoeur, M. Foucault, O. Bolnov, etc.) in education intersects with educational

practice.

PHILOSOPHY OF EDUCATION AND CULTURAL TRAUMA: MAN IN
THE FACE OF MODERN CHALLENGES
Our time is not only a time of pandemic, but a time of restructuring of the
whole system of culture, where the boundary between private and official, between

different activities, between working and leisure, between individual and collective
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experience is blurred. Theoretically, society has prepared postmodern philosophy
for such changes, but cultural and historical changes have been so rapid and
unexpected that old philosophical concepts are no longer enough, deconstruction is
not what calls into question existing concepts, but what works with outdated
concepts and mechanisms. In these conditions, we no longer have enough
postmodern controversy, because concepts are produced faster than the postmodern
reflective mind can comprehend (it is not enough to change "minuses” to "pluses”,
or talk about their combination). One of the ways to develop a new metamodern or
overcoming postmodern philosophy is to turn to theories and philosophies of
education, because the emergence of many problems before modern man raises the
question of continuing education and penetration of educational practices in those
areas of life that did not require such educational renewal and education
methodology.

The current situation in society and philosophy also raises the issue of cultural
trauma, literally from the Greek - trauma is a wound, wounds, traumatic experiences
begin to talk about the state of people after the war, totalitarian societies, especially
philosophy raises this issue in connection with post-traumatic experience. "Post-
Afghan syndrome", "post-war syndrome". Cultural trauma is understood as an
unexpected wound, a defeat, where there is both the effect of surprise and strong
emotional shock, cultural trauma combines the understanding of vulnerability,
surprise, and hence unconsciousness, and adaptation, survival. In the 1990s and
2000s, it became clear that individual trauma also had a collective dimension, and
that we all, as humanity and peoples, share a common experience. Thus, Arthur Neal
in 1998 in his work "National Trauma and Collective Memory" introduces the
concept of national cultural trauma, which implies the understanding of cultural
trauma as an event that is constantly lost in the collective consciousness, at the
national level can not get rid of it collective experience.

Because the combination of components of consciousness and unconscious
mechanisms, the utterance of trauma, is important for understanding cultural trauma,

psychoanalysis and hermeneutics (Gilbert Dyatkin, Paul Reeker) also address this
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problem. In Gilbert Diatkine's work On the Other Side of the Pleasure Principle,
cultural trauma is characterized as a recurring experience that combines pain,
suffering, and some satisfaction with the recurrence of that experience, which is a
psychological mechanism for both survival and compensation. In Paul Ricceur's
work "Memory, History, Oblivion™ (2004) fixes not only the mechanisms of
repetition on cultural trauma, but also the obligatory obsession with traumatic
memories, this obsession a person is unable to overcome himself, only with the help
of a certain common collective hermeneutics.

In 2000-2020, the concept of cultural trauma is associated with collective
identity, which is understood not only as a mechanism for building their collective
cultural identity, but also a mechanism of cultural mediation, through this
mechanism cultural trauma is detected, proclaimed and cured, or rather, because
finally, according to researchers, it can not be overcome, at least at the level of one
or two generations. Hence the generational theories of trauma (Tamara Gundorova),
which examines the cultural traumas inherent in certain generations ("lost"
generation, "boomers", generation X", generation "Z", "millennials", etc.). Since
modernity is the coexistence of several generations, and generational development
Is accelerating, we can say that such theories, in our opinion, will no longer be
enough to understand the pandemic as a cultural trauma for all generations. Also,
J. Alexander in "Cultural Trauma and Collective ldentities” in 2008 expresses the
right opinion that identity is born (renewed) as a result of cultural mediation,
mediation of collective trauma, so cultural trauma is always not just about a tragic
experience that changes a person and culture, but also about survival, and therefore
about a kind of moral victory of the victim who survived and adapted. Such aspects
of cultural trauma are also addressed in the studies by Cathy Caruth's Unclaimed
Experience: Trauma, Narrative and History (1996) and Hear Trauma (2017),
therefore, cultural trauma is a point of rupture of past experience, truly tragic, but at
the same time this point can become a point of growth, philosophy and philosophy
of education equips us with the necessary tools to implement a positive scenario of

development and change.

The main tasks facing environmental futurology, in our opinion, are: joint
participation of countries in the design and discussion of development objectives
and guidelines for further movement; research of technologies on various models of
utilization of waste materials; analysis of factors that contribute to the restoration of
the purity of natural space; development of scientific bases of models of
biosociotechnological space of the future mankind which can be realized both to
rich, and poor states (so - both for rich, and for poor possibility of realization) as
scenarios are written rich for rich, but with the requirement to act the same to poor
states , and | think this is a miscalculation because the mentality and worldview of
such a state and its population in general is different, because other opportunities. It
IS not by coercion and money that it is possible to force the state to think about the
real future, the common future on a global scale. To do this, you need to know the
possibilities and list of mechanisms of natural national elites, national respect and
standards, cultural national stereotypes, and this is not a complete list, focusing on
joint action not just for survival, but for a new vision of technology and capabilities
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of socialized individual in communication and personal mental and physical work
aimed at preserving and restoring the bioshell of the planet within the capabilities
and superpowers, forecast the consequences of each step (the maximum possible in
the calculation of far and near); the search for more - with small contributions from
each individual member of society; real environmental education (based on a correct
understanding of both the environment and its capabilities and its purpose).
Ecological futurology is created by the needs of the community and the needs of the

Too
often, ecology is associated exclusively with ecological culture, and this is only part
of the tasks and opportunities of ecology, and the question of understanding
"ecological culture” and especially strategies and directions of its formation -
remains open in terms of epistemological content and hermeneutic interpretation of
its components. N. Kuts, analyzing the ecological consciousness of Ukrainians, first
of all describes it through the structure, which it divides into cognitive, affective
(emotional), behavioral (cognitive) elements. It is in the cognitive element that it
includes both theoretical and practical knowledge, emotional contains a lot of
personal individual. It offers the following: 1. Implementation of education and
training measures. 2. Adoption of rules of conduct. 3. Creating infrastructure for the
population to fulfill its environmental responsibilities. Analyzing the state of
ecological consciousness of the population and state policy in this area, it highlights
a number of problems: 1) low level of public awareness of environmental issues;
2) low readiness of the population for active actions for protection and protection of

the environment; 3) lack of continuing environmental, ecological education.
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Thus, the analysis of eco-consciousness of the main segments of the
population emphasizes the need for a more detailed study of the features of regional
problems, analysis of local ethnic features of eco-consciousness. Secondly, even in
local selections there can be no unanimity and one-dimensionality. The set of
features of the national eco-consciousness, even at such a level, is a multi-layered
special combination that must also be taken into account. The issue of forecasting is
becoming even more relevant at the moment, as educational issues not only have a
certain dependence on funding, but must take into account the time for training

PARADIGMS OF PHILOSOPHY IN THE MODERN WORLD
The end of the XX century is characterized by the so-called situation of
postmodern and the key characteristics of the latter consists in outlook, axiological,
methodological pluralism and relativism as well as negation of any grand-narratives.
All the truths are considered contextual, no universal truths can be. Facts are
considered through the prism of scientific theories, the latter are based on the certain
axioms and postulates. Philosophy as science of the universal is the science about

axioms and postulates and can be based in result of it only on obviousness.
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Obviousness however is different in the frame of different cultures and their
outlooks. Philosophy is very vulnerable because of it in the situation of postmodern.

The question, however, can be regarded from another point of view, the point
of paradigms of philosophizing. Different paradigms exceed from different ideas of
the obvious in different cultures. Five paradigms of philosophizing can be pointed
out: 1) Indian (based on the ideas of reincarnation, samsara, karma, liberation —
moksha), 2) Chinese (based on the idea of the so-called organismism where every
living creature is something like an organ of this Universal organism and, similar to
organ of usual organism, has its proper place and functions or its proper Tao), 3)
Antique (ancient Greek and Roman) (that is the most ambiguous because of no living
representatives of the according views in modern time), 4) Abrahamic (that of
Abrahamic religions — Christianity, Judaism, Islam with their monotheism,
creationism, authority of the according holy texts), 5) modern scientific (exceeding
from priority of scientific, beforehand natural, knowledge with its empiricism and
rationalism).

The situation of postmodern is caused by cultural globalization of the XIX —
XX cc and especially political and cultural emancipation of the non-Occidental
cultures in the second half of the XX century. Understanding of the situation and its
transformation needs understanding of the above types of outlook and philosophy.
It concerns especially understanding of the Indian and Chinese paradigms, for
namely they represent us actual alternatives to the ideas of the Western culture with

its scientific paradigm.

"TEACHER-STUDENT"™ RELATIONSHIP: PAST AND NOWADAYS

During all the humankind history a couple “teacher-student” was one of the
basic paradigms of humans’ relationships which ensured maintaining of tradition
and knowledge, transferring of knowledge and formation of the new one. Yet it was
not just knowledge about the world, rather it was about human in the world, about
their interrelations. Though contemporary situation questions real meaning of
“teacher-student” relationship inasmuch as openness of the information sources,
possibility of self-studying, availability of online education often minimise mentor
functions transforming him into tutor — those one who only controls and organises
the individual studying for student. From the very beginning transferring of tradition,
knowledge, truth including truth about the one was not merely the consequence of
teacher and student’s harmony but the permanent risk of fight and failure. There is
no discipleship without following teacher though breaking with him, without
dividing of him, without confrontation. Overcome teacher with loving him, put aside
teacher’s doctrine, “to kill teacher" continuing his matter, — all these sides of mentor
and disciple connections are close to each other and incarnate “teacher-student”
relationship.

Thus mentorship that is “teacher-student™ relationship where the first one is
the sample and even the mirror for the second is the significant element of searching
for truth including the truth about oneself. Teacher teaches first of all care of the self
practice in its antiquity meaning, telling of the truth skills and further establishment
of student’s life autonomy which is the primary objective of teaching and upbringing
here and now and the reason of obligatory destruction of “teacher-student”
relationship in future. It should be emphasised that ancient practices which provided
care of the self principle (cynics, epicureans, stoics) considered it to be the crucial

condition of successful upbringing — student’s ability to build the self’s full-value
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“epimeleia heautou" which really can be controlled by no one as it always proceeded
from the one’s conscience, the one’s internal comprehension of the truth. Seneca
also mentioned “consciousness reviewing" technique which was the report of the
human to oneself and the obligatory condition of care of the self realising.
Obviously “teacher-student” relationship could obtain new meaning
nowadays. Turning from the mere learning of knowledge to the building of the self
using the newest technologies seems enough forward-looking. It’s possible to talk
about updating of the building of the self mode (as in ancient care of the self) through
the choosing not only the sources of information but the “teacher™ who could be able
to teach the one care of the self skills and to be the full-value sample that should be

put aside by the student for the one’s life truth establishment.

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ABOUT THE PROBLEM OF THE CRISIS OF THEORIES IN PEDAGOGY

The changing world and the education sector must respond adequately to these
changes in order to secure the future within optimistic forecasts. But can it fully
respond or is it only able to mitigate the effects of clearly negative factors? Let's try
to answer this question by considering such a phenomenon as millennials.
Considering the problem of communication between generations, American
researchers Neil Howe and William Strauss hypothesized in 1991 that each
generation for quite objective reasons recognizes its own system of values, which
complicates mutual understanding between them. Millennials are a generation of
people whose socialization took place during a period of rapid development of
technological progress and information technology. This has left a certain imprint
on psychology, thinking, the nature of interaction with the outside world and other
people. This generation is also called the selfie generation and "I-Gen'er". Despite a
number of advantages associated with this generation (tolerance, high self-esteem,
immediacy), which are often quite questionable, the disadvantages of the selfie
generation are more significant. After a lot of practical work, analyzing the data
obtained from 11 million respondents, Professor of Social Psychology at the
University of San Diego Jean Marie Twenge concluded about the asociality and
infantilism of millennials. Considering some aspects of the pedagogical process, we
can determine that the pedagogical process did not weaken, but strengthened the
negative aspects of cultural development of this period. Thus, taking into account
the request of parents, the school has implemented feasible measures to develop and
consolidate unconditional love for themselves: from equal encouragement to all
students, regardless of their achievements to the call to self-justification in any
situation. Does such an approach in education help to compensate for the negative
aspects associated with the atomization of society? Denying the authorities,
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including the authority of the teacher, challenging his statements even when he
points out errors in punctuation, grammar or in solving mathematical problems is
another negative aspect of modern education. This is bringing subject-subject
relations to the point of absurdity. Is it adequate in such a situation to rely only on
constructivist pedagogy, which reduces the mission of the teacher to two
components: to give students the opportunity to build on their own experience and
guide the student to build their own world, based on this experience? As you know,
a sign of the information society is the lack of hierarchical subordination of the
elements of the social system, which is replaced by widely developed horizontal
links. From this follows the blurring of the social structure and, as a consequence,
the degradation of social ties and common values. The role of the teacher as a
moderator fits perfectly into this picture of the world. That is, the educational process
"flows downstream™ reflecting the situation in society.

This will continue until the practical approach is complemented by a carefully
developed theory. To do this, you need to understand what is desirable to receive at
the output of the educational process; therefore, pedagogical practices need a

connection with philosophical anthropology as a metascience.

PEDAGOGICAL MISSION OF A PHILOSOPHY TEACHER
A philosophy teacher comes into the spiritual life of a student without asking

Gradually freed from parental care, a person gains
independence in decision-making, freedom and responsibility, and, most
importantly, an awakening self-awareness. It is the reflection of consciousness, self-
awareness, critical perception of the world and independent thinking that is the
condition for the discovery of one's inner spiritual world, the beginning of the
spiritual formation of the personality, the disclosure of individuality as its gift to
humanity. This can happen if, due to many factors of life, the scales tilt towards the
young person finding himself in the world, as a spiritual being striving for conscious
self-development.

A teacher who reads a course in philosophy, like no other social scientist, has
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been given the divine mission of tactful, intelligent, delicate, but powerful in its
meaning, management of this process of spiritual maturation in this truly
bifurcational stage on the life path of an individual. It was he who was given to tell
that to live, according to Platon — to be in the world of ideas, how wonderful is
knowledge and creativity. Awakening will, consciousness and thinking means
proceeding from the fact that a person, his soul, is not a vessel that needs to be filled,
but a torch that needs to be lit. It was he, as a spiritual mentor, who was given to
form the understanding that life is the greatest gift of nature, but a person needs the
courage of self-creation in order to know the joy and happiness of being. Opening

this path is the mission of a philosophy teacher.

ABOUT MORAL CONTEXT VIA DIDACTIC PHRASES

In a daily way some connections between the moral and the didactic practices
can be roughtly seen. It's important to find out what comes from didactic practices,
and particularly, can morality be one of it. In fact, some rhetoric phrases of
persuading anyone about some facts might have these type of a form: "Everyone
knows that p", or "to perform this you must act as everyone else", or "there are no
persons which doesn't know it, except for you", etc. The language had been
transforming from plainest to the more advanced forms, and it probably was the
reason to some people to use it in their own way, like, for instance, the traditions of
celebrating the color in China Empire (and Japan, Korea too). Also, the same is about
argotic kind of languages or languages in ghetto. A surface of these type of phrases
Is seemed to be filled with the moral context. This feature can be found with a

method below. There are class of the moral phrases which have a form: when A
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occurs, a someone B must do C. Relating to them some notifications might be taken:
1. There are people PK who know X, and there are people PDK who
don't know X.

2. If PK's are those who have an ability to achieve X, then the messages of PK
to PDK about X are didactic.

To address an info a person one is either needs to add an some instructions
how to use it, or not. With no ability of using the info, there's no information is
achievable for the person. With an info PK informs about the methods they've been
used, or there are some ways in which PDK can figure it out how to use an info. (In
the last case, it contradicts to the second definition of PK, that's why it's considered
that PK's cannot assume the methods of using information, or PDK's are able to solve
problems having no resources.) Implicit or explicit instructions of how to use X
somewhere can be told in another way: when A occur, to use X a someone B must
do C (where C is a method).

1. There are usual, daily knowledge, and there are unusual, special knowledge.
Usual knowledge is being use in daily life, when no really important are happening.
Unusual information is required to long your life when a danger occurs, to stop
something that is an obstacle to a life of yours or your friends, etc. Summary, the
unusual knowledge is more important information that allows to get ontological life's
boundaries wider. Some of such knowledge are absolutely necessary to continue life
or make it different. Lets' call such important info XX.

2. Finally, when some certain circumstances occur, then a someone B from a set
of PDK's is needed to do something to get over with something bad (for B) he must
do something X (supposedly this is XX). In this case, B opens a dilemma: to get XX
by oneself or to ask about it. If B choses the first while there's no resources to find
out about XX, then one has a choice to solve a resourceless problem, or to try to ask
someone from PK.

If the latter is done, then it can be told about it in this way: when A occurs, to
get XX a someone B must do C. PKD's know not only how to deal with A using XX,

but they're informing B how to deal with XX adding an extra info of how to perform
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XX. Taking the last one in mind: when A occurs, to get XX a someone B mustdo C
in a way W. Also, "to get XX... in a way W" equals to "to do C"; because to have
something be done it's impossible to avoid using at least one method. Summary, with
all previous changes the formulation it reaches the final view: when A occurs, a
someone B must do C. — And, as it's clearly seen, it repeats the first moral
formulation. So, that's one of the possible ways to see how can we get from didactical

phrases to the moral phrases.

THE MODEL OF SYSTEM THINKING AS A TOOL OF RATIONAL
ACTIVITY

In recent years, there has been a spontaneous development of knowledge
about systems thinking, which is advisable to consider as a discipline (or
transdisciplinary), which defines the conceptual minimum, models and principles
for the development of working tools. Working tools are system descriptions, which
link original pictures of the object under study and processes about, at least, the
entrepreneurial, engineering and managerial areas, and the created successful
systems. Now the discipline of "System Thinking" is studied in the same way as
physics or management. Several textbooks on systems thinking have appeared.
Among the authors are A. Levenchuk, V. Dekhtyarenko, U. Ksenchuk,
Z. Reshetova, D. Meadows, etc. Systems thinking is one behaviour of intelligence.
No wonder the word "thinking" is present. A person with a system mindset speaks a

system language, forms system descriptions, and takes part in creating practical
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systems. However, knowledge of the term "system" and the ability to pay attention
to the integrity and hierarchy of the system (coupled with emergence) is not enough
for productive work in today's complex and rapidly changing world. It is no longer
possible to rely on the old textbooks of the systematic approach. For example, the
works of Bertalanfi and Akoff are no longer a demonstration of the best system
thinking to date. Now we are talking about the system approach 2.0., since the
natural science concept of a system as an object ("aim" system) has developed and
developed into an activity-based understanding of the system, i.e. the system is
determined by its stakeholders. Or, if earlier the system was interesting for its
structure, connections between parts, etc., now the consideration of the system
depends on the activity and begins with its stakeholders. (we can translate the word
stakeholder into Ukrainian as "interested party™). This seems to be a simple and
logical understanding, but this activity-based approach has led to major changes in
business, management, and technology. It turned out that you still need to know the
life cycles of systems, understand and be able to transform the architecture of your
enterprise, which implements the life cycle of the target system. Projects to create
systems need to link with the company's development strategy and continuously
change it (we call this continuous cycle strategizing).

Unfortunately, system thinking to the level of acting skills is not put in a few
days, there is no hope for traditional refresher courses here. Teaching systems
thinking is more like teaching higher mathematics.

We can apply the system approach to the concept of system thinking, we can
consider it as a system. We should take it into account that this is not a stationary
system, but a dynamic, developing one. This system includes many elements, which

are systems of different levels, so this system is hyper-complex.

THE PROBLEM OF SELF-AWARENESS IN THE CREATIVITY AND
TRAINING OF THE ACTOR

The Stanislavsky System is the basis of professional (stage) education of a
modern actor; as it is well-known, Stanislavsky founded a number of important laws
of acting, rooted in the very nature of man and the specifics of stage art. As the
greatest contribution to the theatrical culture of all mankind, the system
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revolutionized theatrical art and theatrical pedagogy; one of its central ideas is
"Myself" in the proposed circumstances, "I am", which can also be called self-
awareness. Self-awareness is impossible without trained attention - a mental process
that ensures the concentration of consciousness on certain real or ideal objects.

However, today with the development of information technology a new
electronic, digital or virtual culture has been formed, which is characterized by clip
thinking, the dominance of the visual over the semantic (simulacrum, fragmentation,
loss of integrity), distracted attention, loss of ability to live consciously.

To develop attention and awareness, certain acting training exercises have
been developed; it is impossible not to notice some similarity of acting
psychophysical training with meditation practices.

Meditation, defined as a method of transforming the mind, today lies in the
field of interest of scientists, taught in the world's leading universities; its methods
are based on managing the functions of the psyche through concentration (passive
meditation) or will (active meditation) and create changes in the brain to improve
attention and reduce stress - two things that each actor must achieve if he / she is

going to succeed at significant level.
