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The foreign students training in computer science and computer ethics with the

help of case-study method

In conditions of transition to market economy in Ukraine the functional duties of
a higher school were considerably complicated. There was a necessity for cardinal
reconsideration and updating of the educational contents. The changing of
educational paradigma became an objective requirement in development of a modern
society. For realization a new educational paradigma alongside with traditional the
new approaches, technologies, increased attention to a moral category "mentality" are
required.

Among the newest pedagogical and information technologies it is possible to
allocate remote training. Such technology for training the certain groups of students is
used at the National technical university “Kharkov polytechnical institute” (NTU
"KhPI"). In this case the teacher and the student communicate with the abstract
partner.

The results of psychological and pedagogical researches testify that the
knowledge as an active mean for the subsequent progress in training, is got best not
by help even of the perfect statement by their teacher or in the textbook, but in
personal research training, during which the student can freely develop own creative
activity.

The personal-focused approach instead of traditional lecture-focused is accepted
in NTU “KhPI” during the foreign students training in order to supply contact
between the subjects of educational process on a personal level.

The pedagogical influence in frameworks of the personal approach proceeds
from activity learning and also from a communicative nature of knowledge

transfering process. Such approach allows to form not only the carrier of knowledge,



but also a creative person who capables to use received knowledge in any sphere of
activity.

The realization of educational process on a personal level is especially important
in the foreign students training.

One of "tools" in the foreign students training is thematic crosswords solving.
These thematic crosswords are made by the teachers in view of national mentality of
the trainees. For example, at drawing up of crossword puzzles for the Chinese
audience, the questions about the Chinese civilization, wisdom, image of life,
priorities, religious direction besides professional were included. The students carried
out such tasks with great interest. The discussion of crossword puzzles promoted
mastering of material, development of their intelligence, training Russian language.

The case-study method is widely used during the "Bases of computer science
and computer facilities” course learning. The case-study method is one of the
effective educational technologies. The case is a creative task, which needs to be
always solved in new conditions as the situation of uncertainty excludes the ready
decisions ways. Each decision in the situation of uncertainty is a result of creative
activity, using of knowledge by a new way. The situation is an intrinsic basis at all
stages of mastering by the material.

The case-study method meets the requirements the problem-oriented training
providing the maximal activization of the students learning activity and their
participation in educational process.

That’s why at the preparatory faculty for the foreign citizens of NTU “KhPI” a
complex of case-studies in computer ethics for the students - foreigners was
developed and proved into practice as an important part of the course of "Bases of
computer science and computer facilities”. The purpose of the given case-complex is
the computer terminology skills formation in Russian language by students -
foreigners and also their ethical computer norms mastering that is the integral part of
the modern specialist.

The case-study method consists of 10-12 concrete situations. For their

preparation the research work on selection of materials was carried out. The texts of



the case were made in view of the following requirements: brevity, excepting the
excessive information, high level of abstract. The special table was developed, with
which help the analysis of the offered case was carried out, the list of questions for
discussion was made.

An obligatory element of training before the case-discussion was the statement
of the theoretical concepts of the course and methods of the business ethical
situations analysis.

The students were offered to observe the following rules in order to get the
effective result from the case-study learning realization:

- to state precisely the ideas and to be ready asserting an own opinion;

- to listen others attentively and to give an estimation to their positions;

- to be ready changing the opinion in case of occurrence another decision or proof;
- not to evade from acceptance of the decisions;

- to carry out the discussion in pleasant, benevolent tone.

The role of the teacher during case-study lessons consists in supporting
discussion in the necessary direction, setting questions and systematizing retorts.

The modern specialist is required not only high level of technical competence,
versatile possessional computer skills but also the discipline of the manipulation with
computer technologies as an element of computer ethics in conditions of a global
society computerization.

In modern conditions the problem of computer’s ethics formation and studying
of informatical behaviour specificity both separate users and social groups is getting
the special importance. Every person living per century of information technologies
should know and observe the basic norms and rules of computer ethics.

The society computerization has resulted in occurrence of serious abusings by
using information, computer criminality such as distortion of computer memory
given, larceny with the help of computers, occurrence of monopoliesed of mass
media danger, manipulation with public opinion, computer piracy. The amount of
computer crimes quickly grows, the ways of their realization are multiplied. The

problem " of computer criminality " has appeared simultaneously with the first



computers occurrence and with development of computer networks was staticized
now. The computer criminals in one cases interfere with work of computers, in others
- use computers as necessary technical means. The non-authorized access to the
information, which is carried out by a finding of weak places in the system
protection; input in the software "logical bombs", which begin working under the
certain conditions and put out the computer system; development and distribution of
the computer viruses destroying the information in the infected computer; negligence
in development, manufacturing and operation of program-computer complexes
resulting to a heavy consequences, fake of the computer information and its plunder
are the basic kinds of computer crimes.

Unfortunately, few students - foreigners understand an urgency of problems
arising in connection with personal computers, computer networks wide using etc.
Acknowledgement(confirmation) to this are The results of the foreign students
questionaries which was carried out in 2004 in the Centre of preparation of the
foreign citizens (NTU “KhPI”) and at the basic faculties of (NTU “KhPI”).

So in answering to the question about negative consequences of computer
technologies using in a modern conditions only 13,7 % of the students have noted
ethical problems (infringement of ethical norms and rules of computer dialogue, non-
observance of the copyright in software using).

Unfortunately, many students do not perceive that such problems are important.
Some of them want to be engaged in computer “piracy" for the sake of interest, a part
of them would like to engage “hackers”. to penetrate into inaccessible files
containing the personal and public information, to select the passwords, to break open
codes for the economic character information using.

Therefore it is necessary to put especial attention to moral education of the
students in a context of their computer activity during computer ethics norms
formation of the future specialists, particular of students — foreigners. It is necessary
to develop skills of following to the basic rules of computer ethics, to form feeling of

computer realism, to bring up value attitude to computer activity.



Two specific receptions with case-study using were applied to performance of
such task. One of them are leading questions, which purpose is to promote finding of
the specific information, which will help to put the acent on the main problems of the
task. For example: "What business ethical standards in the field of computer
technologies do you know?", "What legislative and business ethical norms in the field
of computer technologies exist in the advanced countries?" and others. The sense of
such leading questions consists, mainly, in beforehand preparing the students for
discussion instead of pushing them to a formulation the premature conclusions.

The second pedagogical reception consists in discussion offered case model
independently in informal conditions without teacher’s presence. The informal
students meetings stimulate their individual preparation, give the students an
opportunity to exchange the information, to discuss different ideas.

During the analysis of computer ethics problems the actual language material
accustoms also and creative abilities of the foreign students are being developed more
effectively in comparison with traditional reproduction. The offered case exercises
were allocated by the following kinds of:

1) comparative - for finding a correct variant with the comparison two or several
choices offered in the case task;

2) comparative - directed on deep understanding of the text;

3) searching - which assume search of the information " between lines " in the
offered text;

4) structural - which purpose is the check of understanding material and training to
logically correct statement construction in foreign language;

5) complex - supposing the analysis, comparison, search and also work in pairs;

6) creative - this type of the exercises which purpose is proving and control of
received knowledge and acquired skills, this type of the exercises is carried out on a
closing stage.

The control results have shown, that the students of experimental group learned
"Bases of computer science and computer facilities” course with case-study method

using have coped with the offered test and creative tasks - much more successfully. In



comparison the control group training was under construction on the basis of the
standard program of training to this discipline. The experimental group answers at the
case situations were differed by a significant variety and riches of lexical filling,
harmony of construction, logical semantic connections between the separate
paragraphs and validity of the statement. It allows to make a conclusion that the
creative and independent thinking involved during finding a decision from a problem
situation, makes active processing the perceived information and its classification.
The storing in this case was occured not only as a result of a special task of storing
but as the collateral product of activity and is more productive.

The support on research process substantially raises motivation in study Russian
language as a foreign one, forms skills of independent knowledge activity that
conducts to form independently skills for receiving knowledge which will be in use in

further professional activity of the students - foreigners.
