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Metaethics is a branch of moral philosophy that examines the nature, significance, and
foundations of moral claims, generating various types of conceptual systems. It also explores
morality-related topics, including moral psychology, the dependence or independence of morality,
the origins of morality, and other more specific subjects. It is pretty challenging, if not impossible, to
provide a precise and definitive definition of metaethics. Metaethics is also challenging to
systematize, as it is too heavily concentrated on the constant creation of concepts and problems of a
high level of abstraction. Nevertheless, with the development of this discipline, we have established
a solid foundation for various concepts and definitions of positions within metaethics.

My hypothesis is that in order to do a proper argumentation in the realm of political
philosophy, one should conduct proper research and explicate the foundations of what one is
researching. Political philosophy is concerned with topics such as the theory of justice, the
conception of the good, and the origin of the state. However, at the same time it would be
impossible for political philosophy to grasp or say something significant about these topics, if it
would be not based on a particular kind of view on morality or moral nature of the human being, or
what is counted as right and what is counted as good, just or unjust. If we explicate it, we could say
that political philosophy somehow dwells on specific moral criteria and wider foundations of
morality. This state of affairs makes it clear that political philosophy (which is a part of normative
ethics) is tightly connected with metaethics, that is, concerned with fundamental questions
concerning morality. In other words, political philosophy and metaethics are related in a specific
way where the former deals with first-order questions and the latter with second-order questions.

First-order questions, or normative questions, concern morality itself and which things are
morally significant (for example, right and wrong). Examples of such questions are: What is just?, Is
killing just?, Who is right in this situation?
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Examples of second-order questions are: What stands behind the concepts of our moral
language?, What makes some action just or unjust?, How does the normativity of a particular system
of moral views function: «Second-order, or metaethical, issues are issues about, rather than within,
morality and typically take the form of metaphysical, epistemological, semantic, or psychological
issues about morality and our moral claims» [Brink, 1989: p. 1]

The foundation of the metaethical-normative ethics relation was clearly formulated by David
O. Brink, whose ideas I am trying to develop: «Although it may be possible and worthwhile to
distinguish metaethics and normative ethics, they are not entirely independent. Metaethical claims
can and do influence the moral theories and substantive moral judgments® that one is entitled to
accept, or at least so | shall argue. Partly because metaethics and normative ethics, especially moral
theory, are interdependent in various ways, inquiry into the foundations of ethics should not be
confined to metaethics but should also include normative ethics, especially moral theory™ [Brink,
1989: p. 5].

The distinction betweenbetween metaethics and normative ethics happenedoccurred due to
the non-cognitivistnon-cognitivist turn in moral philosophy of the 20th century. In particular, it
happened because of the rise of logical positivism and arguments that made this distinction possible:
«A strictly philosophical treatise on ethics should therefore make no ethical pronouncements» [Ayer,
1946: p. 103]. The Ayers view on the ethics only as descriptive ethics (or metaethics in another
words) along with his normative position — emotivism became the defining branch of metaethical
anti-realism, which prepared the groundwork for subsequent expressivist theories of such
philosophers as Charles Stevenson and R. M. Hare: «moral claims do not really make assertions of
fact but, rather, express the moral agent's or appraiser's attitudes. Consequently, moral claims can be
neither true nor false, there can be no moral facts or true moral claims, and moral knowledge is not
possible» [Brink, 1989: p. 5].

Similar to Ayer's non-cognitivist approach, this deepened the distinction between metaethics
and normative ethics, where the former is concerned with conceptual and logical analysis (that
which can be investigated cognitively and the truth or falsity of which can be established). At the
same time, the latter generates various normative positions, which moral philosophy can only
describe but cannot verify as true or false, because normative positions are a set of speculative
theses. Thus, moral philosophy does not teach us to live morally, nor does it advocate for one
position or another. It only analyzes, generalizes, and describes.

In conclusion, such an elaborate interrelation of metaethics and normative ethics underscores
the necessity of embedding political philosophy in a profound understanding of moral grounds.
Whereas metaethics is concerned with abstract considerations regarding the nature of moral claims
and concepts, normative ethics applies such insights when addressing practical moral questions. This
connectedness suggests that an integral approach to political philosophy should address both levels
of inquiry to resolve complex ethical issues within society effectively.
