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INTRODUCTION

These Supporting notes are intended for acquirementing skills of using
Comparatives and Superlatives of Russian adjectives and adverbs in the sentences by
foreign students.

The aim of these Supporting notes is:

a) to show to foreign students a variety of linguistic resources to express their
communicative intentions;

b) to form language and speech competence among foreign students;

c) to improve speech skills in various forms of educational activities;

d) to automate the use of Comparatives and Superlatives of Russian adjectives
and adverbs in writing and speaking.

The Supporting notes consist of 7 parts. Every part includes informative tables
and tasks aimed at the formation, consolidation and development skills in using
Comparatives and Superlatives of Russian adjectives and adverbs in oral and written
speech. The selection of lexical material and types of tasks offered by the author make
these Supporting notes feasible for students of any level of training.

The Supporting notes can be used during Russian lessons and for independent
work of foreign students also.

The Supporting notes are addressed to foreign students-beginners, first-year
foreign students of universities and language course listeners.



THE DEGREES OF COMPARISON OF ADJECTIVES
Only gqualitative adjectives have degrees of comparison.
Relative and possessive adjectives have no degrees of comparison.
Qualitative adjectives have two degrees of comparison: comparative and

superlative.

The comparative degree:

The superlative degree:

The comparative degree may be either simple (maTepecnee — more interesting,
Beimie — higher) or compound (0oJiee mHTepecHBIii — Mmore interesting, Go.iee

BbICOKHMIi — higher).

THE COMPARATIVE DEGREE
The simple comparative is formed by means of the suffix —e: Tume — quieter,
rpomue — louder; or -ee (-eii): cuiabHee (cmibHeil) — stronger, kpacubee

(kpacuseii) — more beautiful.

The Suffix —ee (-eii)
The Suffix —ee (-eif) is used to form the comparative of most adjectives:

CHJIBbHBII Strong — cuiibHee (cuJbHelt) stronger
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ciaaobIii weak — ciiabee (ci1adeii) weaker
cBetablii light — cBetsee (cBerueii) lighter
Témusblii dark — remuee (Temueii) darker
npsimoii straight — mpsimee (mpsameii) straighter
The comparative is generally stressed on the first e of the suffix -ee.
The comparative of polysyllabic adjectives (of three or more syllables) is
stressed on the stem, as is the positive degree:
HHTEPECHDIH Interesting — uaTepécHee (MATEepéCHei) more interesting
noJié3nblii useful — mosésnee (mosésneii) more useful
KpacusbIii beautiful — kpacusee (kpaciaseii) more beautiful
cyacTIuBBIH happy — cuactiusee (cuactiauseii) happier

BHUMATEJILHBIN attentive — BHMMATeIbHee (BHUMATEIbHEI) More attentive

The Suffix —e

1. The suffix -e is used to form the comparative of adjectives whose stem ends
Inr, K, x or m, T, ¢t and also of a number of adjectives with other stems. The suffix —
e is never stressed. In the formation of the comparative an alternation of consonants
occurs:

In the formation of the comparatives of a number of adjectives with the
suffixes -k, -ok these suffixes are dropped and an alternation of final consonants
occurs in the root:

BbIcokmii high, tall — Berme higher, taller
Y3KHMii Narrow — yske narrower

OsM3KkMH near — Osimake nearer
KopoTKmii Short — kopoue shorter
peakuii rare — peske rarer

are formed by means of the suffix -me the k and r being dropped:

moarmii long — moawme longer

3. For the comparatives of muoxoii bad, xopommuii good, masenskuii small
forms obtained from other roots are used.
nIoxoii bad — xy:ke worse
xopomwuii good — syuine better
majieHbKkuii Small — mennme smaller

4. The comparatives of Goabmoi large, mo3anmii late, ciaagkmii sweet,
rayooxuii deep and neméBnriii cheap are formed irregularly:
0oJabIoii large — 6osbiue larger
no3auuii late — mozanee (or mo3:ke) later
caaakum sweet — caamre sweeter
rayookmii deep — ray6:ke deeper
newméBblii cheap — nemesse cheaper

Adjectives in the comparative may be used with the prefix mo- which has the
meaning of (just) a little: modoanme a little more, moswime a little higher, a little

taller, momopo:ke a little dearer.



The Compound Comparative Degree

The comparative of some qualitative adjectives is not formed by means of
suffixes. The following adjectives belong to this group:

1. Adjectives with the suffix -ck (apyxeckuii friendly, ToBapumeckuii
friendly, comradely).

2. Adjectives with the suffixes -o, -e (memoBoii businesslike, mepexoBoii
foremost, maccoBbIii mass, 6oesoii fighting).

3. A number of other adjectives: pannmii early, roppkuii bitter, Jummni
superfluous, pooxmii shy, sunkmii Ssticky, mep3kmii impertinent, ropawlii proud,
oraoruii sloping, Berxuii ramshackle, mmockmnii flat, yerasnwriii tired.

These adjectives have the compound comparative degree formed by means of

the word GoJiee more or menee less:

The compound comparative degree may be formed from any qualitative

adjective.

Use of the Comparative Degree

Adjectives in the simple comparative degree (of the cmabHee Stronger, BbIie

higher type) do not change for gender, number or case.

The simple comparative degree is generally used in sentences as part of the

predicate:

bpat Mos10:ke cecTpsl.

The brother is younger than the sister.

Bpar Ob11 BbILE CECTPHI.

The brother was taller than the sister.

But it may also be an attribute:

When used as an attribute, the simple comparative degree invariably follows

the word it qualifies.

The second part of the compound comparative degree (6osiee uHTEpecHbII

more interesting, 6oJiee pannuii earlier) changes for gender and number.

The sister is more diligent than her

brother.

The genitive is not possible after the compound comparative degree, which

may be followed only by the nominative with uem.

The brother is not so diligent as his
sister.

THE SUPERLATIVE DEGREE
The superlative degree may be either simple (kpacuseiimmii most beautiful,
WHTepecHeiimmii most interesting) or compound (camblii HHTepecHBIi MOSt

beautiful, cambrii kpacuBbIi MOSt interesting).

The Simple Superlative Degree
The simple superlative is formed by means of the suffix -aiim- (Benukwmii
great — Bestmuaiimmii greatest) or (cuabHbI Strong — cuabHelmmii strongest).
1. The suffix -aim- is used to form the superlative of adjectives whose stem
ends in r, k, x. In the formation of the superlative the alternation of sounds r—k, k-4
and x—m occurs:

This prefix has an emphatic force and expresses the highest degree of the
quality.
Adjectives with the prefix nau- are rarely used.
Many adjectives do not have the simple superlative degree (e.g.: 6oabHoii Sick,
panHuii early, nexosoii businesslike, apy:xeckwuii friendly, y3kuii narrow, ruoxuii

flexible, momomoii young, poanoii native).
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The Compound Superlative Degree

The compound superlative degree is formed from all qualitative adjectives by
means of the adjective camsrii (cambiii cmenblii boldest, camblii pannmii earliest).
The compound superlative degree is used more frequently than the simple
superlative. Sometimes the word nau6oJiee is used instead of camprii to form the
compound superlative degree. Thus, one can say either nautoJsiee naTEpecHbIH MOSt
interesting Or caMblii HHTEPECHBIIA.

The word nan6oJiee is characteristic of the literary language.

The compound superlative degree is also formed from the comparative degree

of an adjective and the genitive of the pronoun Bce all (Bcex of all):

Use of the Superlative Degree

The superlative degree is used in sentences either as part of the predicate or as

an attribute.

In the sentence the superlative is part of the predicate.

In the sentence the superlative is an attribute.
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The simple superlative degree is used not so often as the compound superlative

and is typical of the literary language. The compound superlative with the pronoun

cambIii is equally common in colloquial and literary Russian.

Sentences containing the superlative degree may be built in different ways:

1. with the genitive of the noun without a preposition:

2. with the preposition B (prepositional case):

3. with the preposition u3 (the noun with u3 takes the plural) :

Ozepo CBUTS3b — enybouatiuiee U3 03ep

Lake Svityaz is the deepest of Ukraine's

lakes.

4. with the preposition cpexn among:

Ozepo CBuTsI3b — enybouaiiuiee cpeau

Lake Svityaz is the deepest among

Ukraine’s lakes.

THE DEGREES OF COMPARISON OF ADVERBS

Adverbs formed from qualitative adjectives have degrees of comparison.

The comparative degree of adverbs has the same form as that of adjectives:

An adjective in the comparative degree qualifies a noun and answers the

questions: kakoii?, kakasi?, kKakoe? O KaKue?

An adverb in the comparative degree invariably modifies a verb and generally

answers the question kak?

Like the comparative of an adjective, the comparative of an adverb may have

the prefix mo-: moTume a little more softly, not so loud, mopannuie a little earlier.

The prefix mo- adds the meaning of a little, slightly to the comparative degree,

e.g.:

['oBopu moTHe.

Don't speak so loud.

The superlative degree of adverbs consists of the comparative degree and the

pronoun Bcex of all (genitive plural of the pronoun Bce):
