COMPARISON OF QUALITY OF LIVING IN UKRAINE AND
AUSTRIA

Ukraine has become a candidate country for the EU, so it is important to learn

and compare the experience and indicators of other European country with Ukrainian
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reality in order to understand how we can integrate «European quality of living» into
the Ukrainian environment. Thus, this topic is relevant.

The main goal of this thesis is to compare main indicators of quality of living
in Ukraine and one of the EU-member countries — Austria, and to understand, what
we need to do to achieve European quality of living.

This research is based on analysis of such indicators as GDP per capita, Human
Development Index, Gini Index, unemployment rate and structure of income and
consumption expenditures. All described data are taken for 2021. As a result, | came
up with conclusion that in Austria quality of living is higher than in Ukraine.

Definitely, value of GDP per capita in Austria (53 268 §) is much higher than
in Ukraine (4836 $). Human Development Index in Austria (0,961) is significantly
higher than in Ukraine (0,773), but both countries can be classified as countries with
high level of human development. According to HDI rank Austria is in 25th place,
Ukraine is in 77th place. According to the World Bank data the Gini Index in Austria
is 30,8% and in Ukraine is 26,6% (one of the lowest in Europe). The unemployment
rate in Austria (6,3%) is lower than in Ukraine (8,9%), and in the long-term
perspective this rate in Ukraine and Austria is tend to increasing. Incomes of
household in Ukraine (381,3 $) and Austria (35 183 $) are significantly different, by
91%. To compare with Austrians, Ukrainians spend almost all their income (32503,
HBS 2020 and 295 $ respectively). In Austria citizens save most of their income,
which is one of indicators of high quality of living.

Ukraine is moving toward to European Union, so it is necessary to establish the
same standards. But Ukrainians have low quality of life not by choice, but because
limited opportunities (Ukraine provides a high-quality education but doesn’t offer
good job places), insufficient material base (lack of funds, unstable level of income,
low wages, high level of unemployment), problems with corruption and political
Instability.

What measures should be established to improve the situation? Firstly, Ukraine
needs to recover from the economic crisis during Russia’s full-scale invasion. After

post-war recovery the employment and working conditions, living conditions of
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population and social security are need to be improved. And later, as a result of
satisfaction of primary needs of people, state could encourage citizens for other
socially and environmentally oriented activities (waste sorting, sustainable
consumption etc.), since they would have motivation to be more awareness and
conscious. Thus, Ukraine has a huge potential to become a high-quality of living

country.
