ROLE OF TECHNOLOGICAL MODE OF PRODUCTION IN
TRANSFORMING RELATIONS OF PRODUCTION

Modern society is experiencing an era of significant changes in all the
elements of an economic system — from productive forces to relations of pro-
duction and superstructure. Both elucidating the factors of social change and
predicting their prospects are considered to be the urgent problem. The variety
of theories of social and historical process can be viewed through several ap-
proaches. Each of the approaches identifies driving forces of different social
changes as fundamental ones, namely the religious factor, technical and tech-
nological factors, environmental factors, cultural diversity. Definite group of
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approaches (certain institutional theories, formational approach, civilization
approach (technocratic theories)) believes the technological factor to be crucial
in social development, considering it from several respects: technologies; tech-
nological mode of production; technological way; technical and economic par-
adigm. Dialectical interaction of the productive forces and relations of produc-
tion is analyzed as part of the formational approach. Modern development of
this concept involves considering the influence of technological mode
of production upon transforming relations of production, this impact being re-
vealed in two ways. First, technological mode of production creates the objec-
tive material prerequisites for the development of productive forces that may
provide the basis for qualitative transformation of relations of production.
These significant changes in modern productive forces include: a) automation,
computerization and virtualization of production; b) development of creative
work content; ¢) promotion of science as a direct productive force; d) increas-
ing importance of education in social production; e) emergence of new energy
saving technologies, new materials. These changes encourage the development
of economic-organizing relations, resulting in strengthening the social charac-
ter of labor and production, emerging new organizational forms of labor. Eco-
nomic-organizing relations can be viewed as the «communication huby for the
productive forces and socio-economic relations that transmits the impetus from
technological mode of production to property relations. Secondly, technologi-
cal mode of production is involved into the controversial interaction with mod-
ern relations of production, this resulting in the following contradictions: a)
between the growth of creative content of labor and its exploitation;
b) between the need for efficient use of the productive forces and inability to
realize their existent potential; c) between general cultural purpose of educa-
tion and science and their commercialization; d) between the capitalist use of
scientific and technical results and the imperative of preserving natural envi-
ronment. Resolving these contradictions provides for positive changes in rela-
tions of productions in the direction of their socialization. Thus, we can con-
clude about the crucial role of technological factors in the form of technologi-
cal mode of production in transforming modern market-capitalist relations of
production.
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
