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CHAPTER 1
GENERAL IDEA OF RUSSIAN VERB ASPECTS.
THE MAIN METHODS OF FORMATION OF ASPECT OF PAIRS

The verbs of the Russian language are divided into 2 groups: Imperfective and
Perfective Verbs. Usually they form pairs. Imperfective verbs have three forms of
tense — The Present Tense, The Past Tense and The Future Tense. The Perfective verbs
have only two tenses — The Past Tense and The Future Tense. Imperfective verbs differ

from perfective verbs in prefixes or suffixes that make up them. See the table of

examples of species pairs.

One and the same English verb, for example "to read", can be translated into
Russian either by the verb uurate or by the verb npouunrarts.

The different forms of the verbs in the English sentences are translated into
Russian by the same past tense, but of different verbs (umrare and nmpouurtars in
sentences 1, 2 and 3, and pemats and pemuts in sentence 4). This is accounted for by
the fact that Russian has a special grammatical category — the verb aspect (imperfective
or perfective).

The verb aspect underlies the entire class of verbs, i.e. each Russian verb
belongs either to the imperfective or to the perfective aspect.

Most Russian verbs go in pairs of imperfective and perfective verbs (for
example, yutath is imperfective; and npountats, perfective). Such pairs are called
aspect pairs.

In most cases the verbs of an aspect pair have a common root and differ either in
the presence or absence of a prefix (uurtaTh — mpoumrtarb) or in suffixes (pemats —
pemuthb). The verbs of an aspect pair govern one and the same case (uurtath ymo? —
MPOYUTATH YMo?).

Note 2. The Imperfective verbs may have the meaning of repeated completed
actions, whereas perfective verbs may have the meaning of completed semelfactive
actions.
