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THE INTERNAL LOGIC OF COMBINING MARXISM
WITH CHINA'S REALITY

Abstract: To deepen the understanding of the combination of Marxism and China's reality, it
is necessary to thoroughly analyze its internal logic. The logical relationship between the three
dimensions of theoretical logic, practical logic, and value logic in system analysis has important
theoretical significance and practical value for promoting the sinicization and modernization of
Marxism.
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The internal logic of combining Marxism with China's specific reality includes three parts:
theoretical logic, practical logic, and value logic.

1. Theoretical Logic: The Intrinsic Requirement of Sinicization of Marxism

General Secretary Xi Jinping pointed out that "Marxism has
always been the guiding ideology of our party and country, and a powerful ideological weapon for
us to understand the world, grasp laws, pursue truth, and transform the world." In the new era of
socialism, in order to effectively respond to various risks and challenges that may arise, it is
necessary to make Marxism forever imbued with the Chinese background. During the period of
revolution and construction, the combination of Marxism with China's reality achieved important
results, making the first leap in the localization of Marxism in China. During the period of reform
and opening up and socialist modernization construction, leaders such as Deng Xiaoping and Jiang
Zemin further promoted the integration of Marxism with China's reality, and facilitated another leap
in the sinicization of Marxism.
