SECONDARY EDUCATION IN EUROPE: DIFFERENCES AND SIMI-
LARITIES

Despite the fact that most European countries took part in the Bologna
process in the country's education system, there are some differences. Let us
consider the secondary education of Ukraine, Russia, Germany and Argentina.

Currently in Ukraine, school in its prime meaning is designated for
children and teenagers who attend it between ages 6 through 17. There are sev-
eral types of institutions of General Education. Some schools may be boarding
schools and named school-internat or lyceum-internat.
