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is not individuals that control machines, but highly evolved machines that insight, analyze, regulate
and guide man’s life, learning and growth” [4, C. 19]. To a large extent, we might as well know
ourselves better than AI. We can only entrust our own planning, improvement and promotion to
machines and algorithms. In this case, how to ensure the education value of Al has become a thorny
problem.

Conclusion.The application of Al has been unstoppable. It is necessary for us to think about
how education will exist in the era of Al. For example, Al replaces human brain. What is the
significance and value of education? “Man machine integration”, how to change the way and nature
of education? In the face of the moral problems brought by Al, what kind of ethical choices
education will make, etc., these will become inevitable problems for future mankind.
