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UKRAINE AND A WORLD: GEOPOLITICS, SECURITY, AND THE
REDEFINITION OF GLOBAL ORDER

For much of the post-991 period, Ukraine existed in the international
consciousness as a peripheral post-Soviet state navigating a complex path between

East and West. The events since 2014, and decisively in 2022, have vaulted it to the
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center of global affairs. The world’s response to Ukraine’s resistance has defined new
diplomatic and strategic alignments, while Ukraine’s fight for survival has forced a
fundamental re-evaluation of principles like territorial integrity, the utility of
international institutions, and the costs of upholding a rules-based order.

Ukraine’s geopolitical significance stems from its history,geography, and
civilizational identity. It represents the most acute flashpoint in the broader strategic
competition between a revisionist Russia seeking to reclaim a sphere of influence and
a Euro-Atlantic community anchored by NATO and the EU.

Contesting Spheres of Influence: Russia’s actions are rooted in a narrative that
denies Ukraine’s sovereign legitimacy, viewing it as an integral part of Russian
history and a necessary buffer against NATO. The West, conversely, supports
Ukraine’s sovereign right to choose its own alliances, seeing its integration as a
democratic and strategic imperative. Ukraine thus sits at the heart of a clash between
two opposing principles of European security: one based on spheres of influence and
the other on sovereign equality and collective security.

The Democratic Frontier: Ukraine’s post-2014 trajectory towards deeper
integration with the EU and its robust, if imperfect, democratic development cast it as
a frontline state in a broader ideological contest. Its resistance is framed not just as
national defense but as a defense of democratic values against authoritarian
aggression, garnering significant moral and material support from democracies
worldwide.

The war has exposed the limitations and triggered the evolution of existing
security frameworks.

The UN and Collective Security: The United Nations Security Council has
been paralyzed by Russia’s veto power, highlighting the institution’s inability to
address aggression by one of its permanent members. While the UN General
Assembly has passed resolutions condemning Russia, showcasing global opinion, the
body’s enforcement mechanisms remain weak. This failure has spurred alternative
coalitions. NATO’s Reinvigoration and Expansion: Contrary to Russian President

Vladimir Putin’s stated goals, the invasion has revitalized NATO. It has prompted
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increased defense spending, enhanced forward presence in Eastern Europe, and led to
the historic accession of Finland and Sweden, significantly extending the alliance’s
border with Russia. Ukraine itself, while not a member, has become a de facto
strategic partner, receiving unprecedented levels of military assistance that have
transformed the nature of Western support for non-member states. The conflict has
also catalyzed a reorganization of global economic relationships and diplomatic
alliances, accelerating the trend towards "friend-shoring" and bloc formation. The
West has deployed an unprecedented array of economic and financial sanctions
against Russia, weaponizing global financial infrastructure. The effectiveness and
global reach of these sanctions, however, are limited by the non-participation or
circumvention by some major economies. The response from the "Global South"
(India, Brazil, many African and Middle Eastern states) has been heterogeneous.
While largely condemning the violation of sovereignty, many have refused to join
Western sanctions.

Ukraine has emerged from the periphery to become a central actor in defining
the character of the 21st-century world. "Ukraine and the World" illustrates a
transitionary global order. The world is being reshaped by this conflict, and Ukraine,

through its resilience, is playing an indispensable role in shaping what comes next.
