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THE INFLUENCES OF DIGITAL TECHNOLOGIES FOR IMPLEMENTING
PRINCIPLES OF CIRCULAR ECONOMY

Today, society and the economy are striving to improve the environment and reduce the long-term negative
impact of humanity, as set out in the 2030 Sustainable Development Goals, the key areas of development for countries
adopted at the UN Sustainable Development Summit. Under these circumstances, the concept of circular economy is
gaining popularity as a way to transform traditional production and consumption methods by creating a closed-loop
economy where resource waste and negative environmental impact are minimised. It should be noted that the ability to
introduce and use digital tools and technologies has long been a key basis for strategic competition, and the possession
of new technologies creates opportunities for the effective implementation of the circular economy principles.
Accordingly, the research focuses on analysing the principles and features of the impact of digital technologies on the
implementation of the circular economy model (Melnyk, Horbal, Zaliska, Tiagnyriadko, 2020). .

The digital economy is further transforming traditional economic activities and lifestyles, relations in the digital
world, focuses on security and trust between transaction participants, forms fundamentally new business models and is
constantly improving, introducing cloud technologies, artificial intelligence, new virtual reality, accumulating huge
amounts of data (Big Data), which, when reaching a critical mass, become the capital of the of the digital economy. The
phenomenon of the "digital platform", the phenomenon of "platformisation”, has become possible due to the emergence
of new business models, cross-border processes, network effects, collaborative consumption models, the potential of
financial technologies, shorter investment cycles, and the transformation of trade, production, and logistics chains, the
life cycle of digital assets and open innovation (Cervi, 2022).

It should be noted that digital technologies are becoming both a catalyst for achieving the Sustainable
Development Goals and can cause significant environmental damage and cause an ecological disaster due to the impact
of industry materials. While the environmental transition is a vital necessity, the digital transition is an enabler.

In order to ensure that production adapts to a climate-neutral, resource-efficient and circular economy, reduces
waste and ensures high productivity of sustainable development actors, the European Commission will propose a
legislative initiative on sustainable food policy. The basis of this initiative will be the extension of Directive
2009/125/EC, which establishes a framework for the definition of eco-design requirements applicable to energy-using
products.
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
