It is found out that previous education
higher level encourage older people to participate in educational programs for older
adults. It is noted that UN international standards call to the governments of all
participating countries to lay the foundation for social protection policy, which should
be included in the programs of participating countries. It is stated that the process of
demographic aging of the population has become an indisputable fact of social life of
developed countries. It is proved that the "third age" is the result of economic and
demographic development, successful social policy. It has been found that the higher a
person's prior education, the more likely it is that a person will participate in
educational programs for older adults. It has been proved that another important factor
in the development of older people's education has been the "mixed lifestyle", which in
its turn has been the result of demographic, social and technological transformations in
American society. It is noted that the education of young people is mainly associated
with further careers, competencies or specialties, new knowledge, and in old age the
focus is displaced to personal interest, according to the area of interest.
