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GUIDE TO PROJECT-BASED LEARNING. PROJECT TUNING

Project-based learning is expected to build success skills and it helps to overcome any challenges and
problems students can face in the real world. The main goal of this article is to help a teacher to refine and develop
the design of a project.Project-based learning can help in collaboration and personalization. It gives some
interactive cycles and chances for critique and reflection. Students can vote and make a choice and have real-world
work. Teachers can have decentralized grading and develop authentic thinking for deeper learning.

The main norms for any project are:

- share the air (or “step up, step back”);

- be hard on the content, and soft on the people;

- be kind, specific, and helpful (Greenslate, 2010);

The size of the group can differ but in most cases, it should include one facilitator, one presenter (or more, if
the project is a collaboration), and 3-10 other people. If possible, include students as well as staff in the group.
Students tend to make the best suggestions.
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
