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HERMENEUTICAL AND CULTURAL PRINCIPLES OF FORMATION OF A
CHARISMATIC TEACHER- LEADER

Abstract: the article analyzes the essence and meaning of key concepts that play a
significant methodological role in the study and substantiates the need to apply hermeneutical and
cultural principles in the process of forming a future charismatic teacher-leader. It is proved that the
main idea of the philosophical and pedagogical theory of hermeneutics is the idea of understanding
that acts as a fundamental need of the individual. The rationale for this idea was initiated by the
German philosopher F. Schleiermacher. The scientist sketched a “hermeneutical circle” in which a
person stays their whole life. This circle is not a constant value, it tends to change, filling with
cultural meanings of the individual. Based on the results of the analysis of the contribution of
leading representatives of the philosophical theory of hermeneutics, the necessity of developing the
course of Pedagogical Hermeneutics was proved in the article, and the leading directions for
forming the future charismatic teacher-leader were determined.

An extended abstract of a paper on the subject of:
“Hermeneutical and cultural principles of the formation of a charismatic teacher-leader”

Problem setting. The education system in
Ukraine requires radical changes. This is espe-
cially true for the problems of training a teacher
who would have the charismatic properties of a
leader. Such a teacher has to set an optimistic
tone for the process of pedagogical interaction,
freedom, and creativity. Methodological support
is important in this matter. Today, there is a plu-
ralism of opinions and approaches to determin-
ing the methodological principles of the outlined
problem. In our opinion, the hermeneutical and
cultural methodology which is actively used in
most European education systems and brings
positive results is productive in the situation.

Recent research and publication analy-
sis. In Ukraine, the scientific search in the field
of formation of a charismatic teacher-leader has
just begun. The analysis of a set of scientific
sources shows that today the search is carried
out through the prism of such ideas: a)
humanistic pedagogy and technology of its
implementation (H. Ball, H. Vasianovych,
O.Budnyk, V.  Zhukovskyi, A.  Kapska,
O. Kolupaieva, V. Luhovyi); b) methodology of the
philosophy of education, upbringing and
comprehensive development of the individual
(V. Andrushchenko, S. Honcharenko, I. Ziaziun,
V. Kremen, V. Kudin, P. Saukh, H. Filipchuk); c)
methods of diagnosing the child’s giftedness
(O. Antonova,  N. Chepelieva, S. Maksymenko,
I.Bekh, T. Yatsenko); d) training of teaching

personnel (0. Dubaseniuk, V. Ohneviuk,
M. Pantiuk, I. Prokopenko, K. Selevko); o) theory
and practice of managing social problems
(V. Bykov, S. Riznyk, O. Romanovskyi, Ye.Sokol,
I. Starikov) and others. The search is already
yielding positive results.

Paper objective. Among the little studied
questions of the outlined topic remain the fol-
lowing: a) understanding as a fundamental need
of an individual; b) the idea of understanding as
a triad: kindness-meeting; kindness-word; kind-
ness-action; c) the influence of extreme condi-
tions on the manifestation of leadership qualities
in a teacher’s personality; d) the presence of
positive and negative components in a profes-
sional activity of a teacher-leader; €) the rela-
tionship of humanistic and ideological positions
with an activity of a charismatic teacher- leader.

The purpose of the article is to analyze
the main principles of the philosophical and
pedagogical theory of hermeneutics and its use
in the formation of a charismatic teacher- leader.

Paper main body. Based on the analysis
of sources, the article proves that scientists
disagree about the authorship of the term
“charisma” itself. Some scientists believe that
for the first time it was introduced into scientific
parlance by D. Epter. Others point out that the
definition of this concept belongs to the German
philosopher and theologian E. Troeltsch. How-
ever, most scientists use the term ‘“‘charisma’
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according to the views of M. Weber. In his opin-
ion, a charismatic person is a person who is
recognized as extraordinary and is considered to
poseses special powers and abilities.

At the same time the article analyzes the
contribution of leading scientists who made the
greatest contribution to the development of phi-
losophical and pedagogical theory: V. Dilthey,
F. Schleiermacher, P. Riceeur, H. G. Gadamer
and others. In particular, it reveals the essence
and meaning of the “hermeneutical circle”
(F. Schleiermacher) with its cultural content
(H. -G. Gadamer). It is worth mentioning the
idea of understanding of V. Dilthey who argued
that understanding is a process in which, based
on signs accessible to external meanings, we
recognize internally hidden meanings.

According to the author, the formation of
a charismatic teacher-leader should begin with
the school, where it is necessary to organize the
educational process so that it makes it possible
to implement the technology of finding and se-
lecting those students who have obvious signs of
charisma, leadership and provide appropriate
conditions for the development of their natural
and spiritual talents. In institutions of higher
education, an important component of the for-
mation of a charismatic teacher-leader consists
of a productive construction of a specific profes-
siogram, models filled with innovative ap-
proaches to the formation of a culture of com-
munication, the ability to conduct a meaningful

dialogue, acquire their own emotional independ-
ence (the principle of emancipation), carry out
moral and aesthetic activities and so on.

Conclusions of the research. The for-
mation of a future charismatic teacher-leader on
hermeneutical and cultural principles becomes
productive when it is carried out in a relation-
ship with epistemological, ontological and
axiological aspects. The main idea in the process
of forming a charismatic teacher-leader in the
hermeneutical and cultural aspect is the idea of
understanding which, with proper organization
of the educational process, can be realized at all
levels (subordinational and coordinational) of
relations and professional activity of a teacher.
The formation of a charismatic teacher-leader
requires innovative approaches in the process of
its implementation, further substantiation of the
content of educational programs, principles and
regularities of the educational course Pedagogi-
cal Hermeneutics.

Further scientific research includes the
following issues: a) early diagnosis in order to
identify children with signs of charismatic traits;
b) development of scientifically based methodo-
logical support for the training of students who
have pronounced leadership traits; c) develop-
ment of national programs to support gifted
children; d) study of foreign experience and its
use in the process of forming a future
charismatic teacher-leader.
