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USING THE PRINCIPLES OF FACILITATION IN TEACHING ENGLISH AS A
FOREIGN LANGUAGE

In the context of the European integration course in Ukraine and the reform of the higher education system,
higher education institutions are faced with particular tasks, such as improvement of the quality of training of
future specialists, the introduction of a student-centered principle, the formation of competencies, the need for
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constant self-education, innovativeness. These tasks affect the review of the main functions of the teacher, who
should not only transfer knowledge to students, but be an assistant, advisor, motivator for them, create
psychologically comfortable conditions for self-development and self-education of each student based on
cooperation, mutual respect and trust.

Therefore, in terms of modern education, the concept of «facilitation» appears in the vastness of pedagogical.
The issue of facilitation in the pedagogical field is also presented in the works of humanistically oriented scientists
(F. Roebuck, D. Espier, R. May, V. Frankl, D. Bugental, D. Holt, etc.), which considered the issues of facilitation
conditions, personality traits of teacher-facilitator, ways and methods of professional training.

For the first time this term was introduced by C. Rogers in the book «Freedom to Learn», published in 1969.
According to the author, the primary task of the teacher is to allow the student to learn, to feed his own curiosity [1].
C. Rogers associates improving the quality of teaching with the teacher's abilities to facilitate learning.

In the XX century, the phenomenon of facilitation was defined as an effect that arises as a result of group
activity, increases the activity of a person in a group and influences the effectiveness of solving certain problems.
Analyzing the main ideas of C. Rogers [2] on the problem of facilitation, we can say that this phenomenon in
pedagogical activity manifests itself in the teacher's ability to build the educational process in such a way that an
atmosphere of psychological support is formed in the classroom, thanks to which the students' level of educational
motivation, responsibility, creativity, and in general, there is a personal growth of students. A teacher who is able
to implement the facilitative process always knows and understands the needs, requests, the inner world of
students, and is also open to his/her own experiences.

According to Rogers' theory, the teacher must motivate students to learn meaningfully [3]. He considers 3
main attitudes of the teacher-facilitator:

1. Congruence. It implies that the teacher in the relationship with the learners should be as he/she really is.

2. Acceptance. The teacher's inner confidence in the capabilities and abilities of each student.

3. Empathy. This is the teacher's ability to see the inner world and behavior of each student precisely from
their point of view.

So, a teacher who behaves naturally and in a non-judgmental manner understands and accepts the inner world of
students, creates the necessary conditions for facilitating their meaningful learning and, in general, personal development.

Popular American blog MGR [4] represents some critical facilitation guidelines for facilitators:

1. You must observe carefully and listen to all that the group says and does.

2. Recognize all group input and encourage participation.

3. Facilitation represents a helping mechanism. Ask questions rather than lecturing the workshop participants.
Listen and keep your group involved.

4. Stay on the task. Avoid straying to other topics no matter how informative the topic may be or how much
it may interest you or the group.

5. Do not lose your neutrality. Eliminate your personal bias and opinions from the discussion.

6. Learn to expect hostility, but do not become hostile with your group or any participant. You must develop
an attitude of acceptance. You may not agree necessarily with what is being said, but you can listen, accept, and
record their answers and opinions. Let the group evaluate the content.

7. Avoid being the expert authority on the subject. You can be an authority figure, but your role is to listen,
question, enforce the method.

8. Use breaks to free a discussion when it is deadlocked. Breaks give the participants a chance to clear their
minds and likely come to a new understanding.

The use of facilitation will be appropriate precisely in English practical classes, where the teacher can afford
to play mainly the role of an organizer and provide psychological support for educational activities in class.
Facilitation will also bring its results precisely in those practical exercises that are carried out in middle or final
stages of studying the topic, when students already have a certain amount of lexical, grammatical and factual
material on the topic, and therefore the teacher can already, through facilitation, attract the students to an
independent, creative and more in-depth study of the material on the topic.

Thus, using principles of facilitation in English lessons help to create such a psychological atmosphere and
interaction of learning subjects in class, which helps learners to open up as creative, independent personalities,
able to analyze and systematize educational material. The creation of such a special interaction between the teacher
and students depends on the teacher's ability to carry out facilitation, which is due not only to his methodological,
pedagogical and linguistic competencies, but also psychological.
