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APPLICATION OF SOCIAL RESPONSIBILITY
IN PUBLIC SECTOR ORGANISATIONS

Relevance. The specifics of the application of corporate social responsibility are widely
discussed in scientific research, distinguishing between principles, scopes of roles and the
distribution of the affiliation of organizations to the public or private sector. Corporate social
responsibility inherently reflects the societal sensitive ties that allow its analysis and positioning.
CSR is often believed to be just a form of philanthropy, but the current definitions of CSR include
many components (Munro, 2020). In order to construct and maintain the reputation of a responsible
business, companies must regard CSR as a managerial imperative that permeates all aspects of their
operations. As such, businesses engage in a broader consideration of their role in society, which
aligns with the expectations of an ethically conscious public (Fedotova et al, 2023). The
accelerating expanse of thought, research, and practice on CSR has been mind-boggling, and it is
easy to conclude that CSR has had a robust past and will have an upbeat and optimistic future. CSR
has continued to expand in support, adaptation, and applications by business and academics alike.
Businesses acceptance of CSR, recently framed as purpose or sustainability, has been a major driver
in the growth of CSR (Caroll, 2021). Discussions on how social responsibility should be perceived
in the public sector point out that the term corporate social responsibility is most commonly used,
however, this directly refers to the context of the company as an entity in the business sector and
leads to an overly simplistic perception of this phenomenon. This is often misleading that social
responsibility issues cannot be dealt with in the public sector. A more accurate name would be — the
social responsibility of organizations. This means that the policies and practices of organizations
are applied in public sector organizations, when, in accordance with the law, international
agreements and agreed norms of behavior, they voluntarily integrate social, environmental and
transparent activities into the internal processes of their activities and external relations with all
interested parties and are guided by the principles of respect for man, nature and society. In the
private sector, where profit maximization is a primary goal, the relationship between CSR and
financial performance was extensively studied. Numerous studies highlighted a positive correlation
between CSR activities and profitability. However, challenges such as measuring the direct
financial impact of CSR and balancing short-term costs with long-term benefits remain subjects of

ongoing debate (Kumar and Kumar, N., (2024). According to Lasyte (2020) socially responsible
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public sector organizations are characterized by more transparent governance, more sustainable
activities, and greater public trust. However, the implementation of social responsibility in state
institutions is deterred by the lack of information, resources, good practices and evaluation.

The aim of the study: to identify areas of social responsibility in public sector organizations.
To achieve the goal, an analysis of the scientific literature and other sources of information on the
topic of social responsibility in public institutions and business enterprises was carried out.

Results. CSR should be seen as an integral part of the modern models of public
administration that make up the paradigm of public administration (Jurkowska-Gomulka, 2021).
Social responsibility is also called a tool for managing the activities of an organization, therefore it
must be applied not only in business, but also in any organization. The most important role of state
institutions in society, which they can play in the implementation of the principles of social
responsibility in each organization — showing an example of how and how responsibly the
organization's activities are carried out. State institutions can set an example by using resources
sparingly, motivating employees working in state institutions to responsibly perform the functions
assigned to them, ensuring transparency in public procurement, decisions taken, etc.. State
organizations can also involve business, society in solving social and environmental problems,
raising the perception of CSR among consumers and investors, i.e. to increase the overall pressure
of the country, its population in terms of socially responsible activities. The practice of foreign
states shows that the state, through its institutions, can promote social and environmental
responsibility through public procurement, the development of "green public procurement”, the

development and application of tools for the efficient and responsible use of resources.

The model for the execution of possible areas of OSR adapted to state institutions has been
developed on the basis of OSR standards, guidelines — the Global Settlement Initiative and 1SO
26000. The two main areas, social and environmental, are not fundamentally different from those
offered to the private sector, however, the economic sphere modifies, i.e. state institutions,
according to their legal status, purpose of action (satisfaction of public, public interests), do not
carry out the main activities in the economic sphere, Their main goal is not the pursuit of financial
success. The third area, which would better reflect the specifics of the socially responsible actions
carried out, is the area of management of the organization. Sub-topics in this area are also provided
for, in which state institutions can carry out socially responsible activities.

State governments can implement the policy of promoting social responsibility nationwide
through the authorities, which can play four main roles in the development of OSR: mandating — "in
the way of the law®; facilitating by providing various guidelines, funding mechanisms, etc.;
partnership (partnering) — cooperation between stakeholders, mutual dialogue; endorsing —
instruments and publicity. In some sources, an additional role of state institutions is distinguished -
demonstration (demonstration) - the display of an example. This category includes such actions as,
for example, ensuring integrity in the fight against corruption, increasing the transparency of state
institutions in relations with external stakeholders.

Public Sector and Corporate Social Responsibility: previous researches indicated that CSR
initiatives in the public sector contributed to improve stakeholder relationships, increased
organizational trust, and enhanced public image.

Conclusion:  For the implementation of the social responsibility of public sector
organizations, a model is proposed that defines such areas of application of the principles of social
responsibility as social, environmental sphere and management of organizations. Meanwhile, the
social responsibility of private sector companies includes ethical, philanthropic, legal and economic
socially responsible decisions named in Caroll's CSR pyramid. Public sector organisations, in

accordance with the functions delegated to them, must be a socially responsible organisation
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example for all other organisations and private sector enterprises. Public sector organisations play
roles such as commitment, partnership, facilitation and acceptance and additional emphasis on the

role of setting the example.

METAPHORS OF NEW MEDIA: TECHNOLOGY, LANGUAGE AND CULTURE

Relevance of research. As the spreading of new media, people have been accustomed to
communicate online, along with a new discourse context established. In this new circumstance,
people’s life, even communicating, has been challenged, triggering a culture shock between the
traditional and digital culture.

The purpose and objectives. To analyze the phenomenon of discourse space created by
new media tool, declaring that there is culture shock between the traditional culture and the digital
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one, and how the digital culture damages the traditional one. It would trigger man’s thinking on the
value of the traditional culture in the information society.

Novelty. To research the culture shock between traditional culture and the digital culture, it

helps man thinking on the value of its national culture in the information society. To encourage
individuals to explore the answer to solve the social culture crisis caused by digital culture.
Method. The article uses structuralism theory to point out a new discourse context constructed in
the information age, summarizes the new orientation among nations through literature analysis, and
describes the issue of cultural conflicts between traditional culture and the digital one through
comparative analysis.

Keywords. culture shock, digital culture, discourse context, social media, tradition.

Main parts. Since McLuhan proposed his famous dictum, “The medium is the message”,
people no longer view the medium as merely a means or tool of communication. The medium can
reshape social networks and individuals’ self-construction by influencing patterns of speech. This
article will employ a structuralist perspective to observe how the medium constructs a new
discourse space in the information society and the social-cultural crises it triggers.

Language symbols serve as tools that man use to observe objects and form understandings
(or concepts) of them in minds, facilitating communication among individuals and the recording of
knowledge. According to Ferdinand de Saussure, language symbols carry meaning inherently.
Language is not a product of thinking but a prerequisite for it. Without language, man cannot think.
He [1, 2009, C 20] believed that “language symbols consist of two parts: the signifier, which refers
to the symbol itself that can represent a certain meaning; and the signified, which points to a
thought or concept. The combination of these two forms a complete language symbol”. Although
the signified of a language symbol is a product of the signifier, it is closely related to a specific
discourse space. For instance, the concept of a bull in the minds of British people is completely
different from that of Indians. Therefore, different linguistic systems produce different concepts and
meanings for the same object. In this sense, our understanding of real-world objects is mediated by
language symbols, and language determines how we perceive the world.

Information technology has created a unique electronic language (such as images, sounds,
videos, and virtual reality). This electronic language is disseminated through the Internet and
various innovative products derived from it, including smartphones, computers, iPads, and various
apps (such as TikTok and Facebook). It is through these tools and the symbolic system of metaphor
that the electronic language gradually forms a new public discourse space.

This new discourse space is characterized by decentralization, de-authorization, and de-
subjectivation. The traditional, unified, corporeal, and continuous modes of discourse have been
disrupted. Neil Postman pointed out that electronic media have irrevocably altered the nature of the
symbolic environment and changed human’s modes of discourse through metaphor. Scholars have
also noted the interconnectedness between electronic media and discourse, exploring the social
changes and cultural crises arising from this relationship from various perspectives.

Postman Neil [2, 2016, P. 10] described the new discourse space created by electronic media
as a “pseudo-context.” “A ‘pseudo-context’ refers to a seemingly reasonable and authentic context
that is actually false. This context is not based on real-life experiences or practical connections but
is a product of technological monopoly and an entertainment-oriented society. Its function is to give
surface utility to information that is disconnected from life and irrelevant. However, this utility is
not substantial; it does not provide solutions for action or problem-solving. The only remaining
purpose of this information is its entertainment function, becoming a final refuge for culture after it
has lost its vitality. In such an environment, information is more often used for entertainment and
leisure, symbolizing the decline and loss of vitality in culture.”

Research conducted by Li Jinying [3, 2022, P. 101] also confirms this point. “In virtual
spaces, information, whether political or non-political, serious or non-serious, true or false,
scientific or non-scientific, is expressed in an entertaining manner, becoming a joke in man’s lives.
The sole purpose of information dissemination is to attract the attention of the masses rather than
for education or contemplation”. Jonathan Haidt [4, 2018, P. 39] observed the use of social media in
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the United States and pointed out that “Facebook, Twitter, and other platforms are like modern-day
‘Babels’. They facilitate connections between people, whether friends or strangers, transcending
geographical limitations. With the addition of intelligent translation technology, information can be
used and shared regardless of language. People generally believe that social media is a boon for
democracy. However, after observing the use of social media in the United States for over a decade,
it has become apparent that it has not achieved the desired effects. On the contrary, man is living
more like isolated islands. The cultural landscape in the United States is characterized by partisan
rivalry, political belief extremism, and a widespread loss of trust among the people.”

Conclusion. Media inherently embody the metaphors of technology, language, and culture.
When technology merges seamlessly with daily life, it is crucial to carefully consider how it shapes
and affects individuals. As man immerse himself in the plethora of products offered by media, they
often become enslaved by technology. Furthermore, each medium represents a unique linguistic
experience, shaping how people express themselves and engage with the world. Modern media, as a
metaphorical discourse space, introduces instability in identity construction due to its virtual and
decentered nature. This instability manifests through collective unconsciousness, giving rise to a
mass psychology with negative propagation effects. Such group psychology has the potential to
either create an entirely new culture or decimate traditional culture that is already existing.
Therefore, it is imperative to exercise vigilance.

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ASSESSMENT OF THE QUALITY OF SERVICES OF
THE LEISURE AND SPORTS CLUB

Relevance. Decreasing physical activity encourages business organizations in the sports
industry to establish more sports clubs and facilities, strengthen sports infrastructure. Organizations
providing sports services face numerous challenges, which prompt decision-making aimed at
encouraging customers to be interested in the services offered and to use them. Therefore, it is
essential for all levels of management personnel and shareholders to remain creative, original,
innovative, flexible, and most importantly - innovative (Howieson et al., 2019). Currently, an
increasing number of studies show that the success of sports center management and maintaining
competitiveness requires more effective and modern management (Alvarez - Garcia et al., 2019).

With increasing competition in the service sector of sports clubs, the satisfaction of
customer expectations with the service becomes a priority. Managing a positive customer
experience by increasing customer loyalty is an important aspect to stay in a competitive
environment. Therefore, it is important that sports organizations dedicate time and effort to
understand and assess the expectations and needs of their unique segment of customers when using
the services of a sports club. Attracting and retaining customers depends on meeting the
expectations that satisfy consumers, on the perception of the quality of the service expected and
received by consumers (Behman et al., 2020). If sports club organizations dig deeper, realize the
need for services and can offer quality services that exceed customer expectations (Behman et. al.,
2020), the likelihood of increasing demand for services and the number of customers increases. The
quality of services becomes the main factor for organizations to gain a competitive advantage
(Biscaia et.al., 2017), quality services create greater added value for customers.

The study's problematic question: what is the gap between customer expectations and the real
quality of service, and in what ways to address quality gaps?

The aim of the study: to determine the quality of leisure and sports club services from the
point of view of customers. The quality of the services of leisure and sports club is assessed in
terms of customer expectations and the service actually received.

Research Methods: literature review and synthesi, quantitative research - questionnaire
survey, statistical data analysis, descriptive statistical analysis. The minimum sample of the study
was calculated taking into account the size of the population with a margin of error of 5% and a
margin of 95%. In this study, respondents are female clients of a leisure and sports club. During the
investigation period, 408 persons visited the club. To ensure the reliability of the survey, 198
respondents are required to be interviewed. The study involved 206 clients.

Results. When analyzing the quality of service, the statements in the questionnaire are
evaluated on the Likert scale from 1 to 5 points, when 1 point is very bad, 2 points — bad, 3 points —
average, 4 points — good, 5 points — very good. The quality of the study is rated as high (5-4 points),
average level (three points) and low level (2-1 points).

Before calculating the results, the reliability of the scale was checked using Cronbach's Alpha
criterion. The results show that the questionnaire is reliable because Cronbach's Alpha value is
greater than 0.7,

Comparing the respondents' current experience of playing sports in a sports club with their
expectations, it was found that the sports club does not sufficiently meet expectations. After
calculating the averages of the quality of service received and the expected quality of sports
services, it was found that consumer expectations were 0.61 points higher than the services
received.

As a result of a thorough study, it was noticed that the clients of the sports club "X" most
appreciate the politeness and helpfulness of employees, it is very important in serving customers.
According to Siddigi (2011), the attentiveness, sincerity, professionalism of employees, the ability
to understand the needs of customers and meet them have a direct impact on customer satisfaction
and loyalty (Siddiqgi, 2011). This only proves that the competence and helpfulness of the staff are
important factors for increasing customer loyalty, satisfaction and feedback. Leisure and port clubs
are increasingly looking for ways to retain existing customers and attract new customers. Studies
show that high-quality customer service and professionalism bring profit, customers become more
loyal (Polyakova, O., & Ramchandani, G. (2023). In addition, empathy and personal attention from
the employees of the sports club is one of the essential expectations of customers and has a great
influence on the quality of the customer experience. Researchers, Aminuddin and Shah (2017), in
their study, noticed that employee empathy affects customer stress and their satisfaction.
Empathetic and personal communication with customers allows them to feel valued, understood and
supported. Customers in leisure and sports clubs are looking not only for quality services, but also
for a cozy and friendly environment in which they can feel comfortable. Empathy and personal
attention from employees can help create this cozy atmosphere in which customers will feel
respected, understood and supported. This includes not only empathetic behavior, but also petty
things such as eye contact, a smile, a pleasant tone and attention to detail. Customers tend to return
to sports clubs where they feel not only well served, but also understood and appreciated.

Conclusion: The leisure and sports club service is at a sufficiently high level, but the gap
between the services received and the expectations regarding the service indicate the need for
quality improvement solutions for modernization and expansion of premises and renovation of
equipment. The need of clients to receive additional services of a nutritionist, massage, solarium, to
expand the options for group trainings in accordance with the needs of clients has been identified. It
has been established that polite communication of employees, individual attention and satisfaction
of special needs are very important for customers, therefore, in order to retain existing customers
and increase the number of customers, it is important to constantly improve the competencies of the
staff. The study found that when assessing the quality of services in terms of tangibleness,
reliability, certainty, responsiveness, empathy for clients, empathy is the lowest valued empathy.

The ability of employees to implement the needs of visitors, the allocation of individual
attention to the visitor, the solution of problems that have arisen in the problems that have arisen for
the client, the implementation and qualifications of special needs, the provision of equipment for
services are evaluated with lower scores. Therefore, in order to achieve higher quality, it is
proposed to purchase technologically newer equipment, the introduction of additional services that
improve the customer experience, to conduct employee training in order to develop competencies of
empathy and quality customer service and to maintain feedback, giving more individual attention to
the clients of the sports club.

Al has both positive and negative impacts on human
thinking.

I Positive impact:

1. Problem solving and decision-making: Al helps people quickly process large amounts of
information and can improve decision-making efficiency. For example, in the medical field, Al can
analyze massive medical data to assist doctors in diagnosis and treatment decisions. Such
cooperation can greatly improve the quality of medical care and patient survival rate.

For example, in
the field of art, artists can collaborate with Al to create unique works of art by combining diverse
elements and styles. This creative collaboration brings new art forms and viewing experiences.

The spread of China's four great
inventions promoted Europe.

2) China's independent right to handle all internal and external affairs is sacred and inviolable, and
will never allow other countries to infringe upon its sovereignty or interfere in its internal affairs
under any pretext;
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3) China will not become attached to any power, form an alliance with any power or group of states,
establish a military bloc, or unite with one country against another;
4) China will handle international issues and decide on its own attitudes and policies based on their
merits;
5) Respect other people's choice of social system, development path, and way of life suited to their
own national conditions.

4. International Cooperation under the influence of Chinese culture?
1) The influence of Chinese culture on the important concepts and values of international
cooperation
Chinese culture emphasizes core concepts such as harmony, stability and respect for tradition, that
have deeply influenced and shaped the values of the Chinese people. Concepts such as "harmony is
most precious”, "benevolence loves others™ and "the world is for the common good" have had a
significant impact on the Chinese people's behavior and attitude in international cooperation.
2) The soft power display of Chinese culture in international cooperation
As a kind of soft power, Chinese culture has penetrated into the international community through
traditional Chinese medicine, Tai Chi and Chinese cuisine, and has been loved by countries around
the world. How to understand cross-cultural communication?
This refers to the communication and interaction between people from different cultural
backgrounds. In this context, participants may encounter cultural differences, such as differences in
values, beliefs, customs, or manners. The purpose of intercultural communication is to promote
mutual understanding and communication, while also emphasizing the importance of respecting and
accommodating different cultures.
