«SOCIOLOGY OF THE ABSURDISM»: MODERN VIEWS

Absurdism is a system of philosophical views that evolved from
existentialism, which affirms the absence of the meaning of human
existence (the absurdity of human existence).

It is said that the human life in whole and all things are
nonsense. This philosophy appeared at the end of XIX — beginning
of XX centuries as a try to answer the questions, which were
wondering people for ages: questions about God, about being, about
the destiny of human life. Person should know, for whathe or she is
living and what will be in the end, what he or she could be proud of.
Besides, person wonders to understand the reality. This
conceptionis most influenced by the greatest and overwhelming
achievements of science at the same time with a background of
terrible moral degradation, reflected by the millions of victims of the
two world wars, in the inhuman and systematic destruction of the
vast masses of killing people with weapons, hunger, and beyond
working conditions in countless camps. Thus, it is not surprising
that the center of attention has shifted from the problems of being
and the objective nature of things to the subject, that is to man, to
his inner world and experiences. At the center of explorationat that
