Aircraft Operation Manual

The Boeing 7X7 prototype was designed as an all-new twin-engine wide body
aircraft that was larger than a 727 and smaller than the Lockheed L-1011 or

McDonnell-Douglas DC-10 wide body aircraft. The 7N7 prototype was a twin-engine

variant of the 727 designed for superior range and economics. The 7X7, of course,
became the famous Boeing 767, while the 7N7 designed was ultimately scrapped in
favor of an all-new narrow-body design. This abandoned the tail-mounted engine
configuration of the 727, replaced it with powerful under-wing engines and became
the Boeing 757.

Since the 757 and 767 were designed at the same time, both aircraft were fitted
with identical cockpits, allowing pilots to be qualified on both aircraft types at the
same time. In this sense, the 757 and 767 are precursors to the Airbus Industries
aircraft that followed, which took similar configurations to an entirely new level. The

757 1s a transitional aircraft in another sense — it was designed in the era after the

,steam gauges" of the 727 and early model 747s, but before the advent of fully
automated ,,fly by wire" aircraft such as the Airbus A320 series or the Boeing 777.

A Step Forward for Touch-Sensitive Artificial Limbs

The ability to hold and move objects relies on sensory signals sent from the hand
to the brain, a faculty that amputees lack with current prosthetic limbs. But new
research from the University of Chicago may one day result in touch-sensitive
prosthetic limbs that communicate directly with the brain. The researchers, led by
Sliman Bensmaia, assistant professor in the Department of Organismal Biology and
Anatomy at the University of Chicago, believe their research could help to increase
both the dexterity and function of robotic limbs.

Through experiments with monkeys, he and his team pinpointed neural activity
patterns that occur when the animals manipulate objects, and then they were able to
successfully recreate these patterns artificially. ‘To restore sensory motor function of
an arm,” Bensmaia says, ‘you not only have to replace the motor signals that the brain
sends to the arm to move it around, but you also have to replace the sensory signals
that the arm sends back to the brain.’

He and his team believe that by using what they know ‘about how the brain of
the intact organism processes sensory information,” they can then "try to reproduce
these patterns of neural activity through stimulation of the brain." The research from

Bensmaia and colleagues is part of a Defense Advanced Research Projects Agency

(DARPA) project, called Revolutionizing Prosthetics. The aim of the project is to
create an artificial upper limb that will provide natural motor control and sensation in
patients with amputations.

Results of their research were published in the journal Proceedings of the
National Academy of Sciences. One set of experiments worked with the site where
skin has been touched. The researchers trained the monkeys to correctly identify
different patterns of touch with their fingers. The researchers’ findings bring us closer
to touch-sensitive artificial limbs that could communicate sensory information to
amputees through an interface with the brain.

Heterodontosaurus was a dinosaur of the Early Jurassic, 200—190 million years
ago. It was named in 1962 after a skull fossil was discovered in South Africa. The
genus name means "different toothed lizard", in reference to its unusual heterodont
dentition, including small, incisor-like teeth in the upper jaw, followed by long,
canine-like tusks. Additional specimens have been found, including an almost
complete skeleton in 1966. Though it was a small dinosaur, Heterodontosaurus was
one of the largest members of its family, reaching between 1.18 m (3.9 ft) and
possibly 1.75 m (5.7 ft) in length, and weighing between 2 and 10 kg (4.4 and 22.0
Ib).

Hunting for Islamist insurgents with the Mali Army

Since Islamist militants took control of much of the north of Mali earlier this
year, the government has been trying to end the instability in the region. The BBC’s
Mike Thomson has been on patrol with the Mali military.

A heavy steel door, set in barbed-wire-topped walls, slides open to reveal
a waterlogged courtyard ringed by small accommodation blocks. Mopti army

barracks is to be home for the next three days.
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Sitting on a sofa in what passes for the officers’ mess is Colonel Didier Dako.
Speaking in clear, well articulated English, he extends his hands and invites us to sit
down.

Gently stroking his well-tended moustache, our host smiles warmly and says,
‘Wherever you go here, my special forces will ensure your safety.’

After thanking him for this generous offer, I ask what distinguishes his ‘special
forces’ from the rest of his men? ‘Ah,” he whispers with a gentle shake of the head,
‘that is sensitive information’.

The next morning — after a night of intermittent power cuts, clouds of ravenous
mosquitoes and thunderous downpours — we pile into an old Landrover, before
speeding off to join an army patrol hunting for insurgents.

As promised, we are being tailed by a pick-up truck full of heavily armed
soldiers and these, it seems, are not any old squaddies. They are wearing light brown
instead of green uniforms, as well as fancy knee pads and black T-shirts. Are these
the Mali Army’s special forces? It appears so.

Soon we are sandwiched between a long line of pick-up trucks rammed with

gun-toting soldiers.

Jamal Khashoggi: Saudi murder suspect had spy training

19 October 2018

Turkish media identified Maher Abdulaziz Mutreb as being part of a 15-member
team of suspected Saudi agents who flew into and out of Istanbul on the day of
Mr. Khashoggi’s disappearance from the city’s Saudi consulate on 2 October.

He is said to have spent two years working in London, with a source describing
him as a colonel in Saudi intelligence to US news network CNN.

And now BBC Arabic can reveal he was trained how to use offensive spyware
technology on behalf of the Saudi state.

The source, who spoke to the BBC on condition of anonymity, has visually
confirmed his identity from pictures circulated in the media in the days since
Mr. Khashoggi’s disappearance.

According to him, Mr. Mutreb was introduced as “an intelligence security
operative”. The spyware trainers, however, nicknamed him “dark face”.

“Because he looked always grumpy, like he was on the sad side... he was very
silent”, the source added.

Saudi Arabia denies any knowledge of what happened to Mr. Khashoggi,
insisting he left the consulate soon after getting routine paperwork.

Mr. Mutreb is believed to have spent two years working at the Saudi embassy in
London. A document published by the British government in 2007 listed a man with
that name as first secretary.

However, he has also been named as a Saudi intelligence officer by several
individuals, and some leaked documents.

CNN spoke to a Saudi source in London who said he knew Mr. Mutreb,
describing him as a colonel in Saudi intelligence, while the popular Arabic app
MenoM3ay — which enables users to see the names people have linked to phone

numbers — lists a man with that name as a colonel in the royal court.
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On October 12 Wikileaks tweeted the Khashoggi Files, which included emails
with the name of Mutreb and five other men who were supposed to have attended a
course in Italy in 2011, run by an Italian company called Hacking Team.

People’s Vote march: Hundreds of thousands attend London protest

Protesters seeking a referendum on the final Brexit deal have attended a rally
which organisers say was the "biggest" demonstration of its kind.

Young voters led the People’s Vote march to London’s Parliament Square,
which supporters say attracted more than 600,000 people.

It was held at the same time as a pro-Brexit rally in Harrogate, led by former
UKIP leader Nigel Farage.

MPs from the main parties backed the event calling for a fresh referendum.

This 1s something which has already been ruled out by Prime Minister Theresa
May.

The People’s Vote campaign said stewards on the route estimated 670,000 were
taking part.

Scotland Yard said it was not able to estimate the size of the crowd.

Meanwhile, the pro-Brexit rally at Harrogate Convention Centre is the latest in a
series of events organised by the group Leave Means Leave.

Mr. Farage said: “The evidence suggests about a third of those that voted remain
now say we’re democrats and think the government should simply get on with it”.

“And that’s our message — get on with it, fulfil your promises to us, you said if
we voted to leave it would happen, it needs to”.

People were gathering on Park Lane for hours before the march even started.

Many held home-made signs and banners with slogans like “The wrexiteers”,
“Brexit stole my future” and “Even Baldrick had a plan”.

There were lots of young families there, some with children wrapped in EU
flags. Many told me they had gone because they were worried about their family’s

future.
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Some people marched in groups. There were NHS staff, political parties, the
LGBT community and dog owners. Many took the opportunity to dress up their pets
for the protest. The start of the march was delayed due to the number of people there.
As news and police helicopters circled, we set off just after 1pm instead of noon as
expected.

It was a good-natured and friendly march through some of London’s most
famous streets, before the hundreds of thousands of people arrived at Parliament
Square.

Migrant caravan halted by Mexico police on Guatemala border

Thousands of people travelling across Central America en masse to the US are
stuck on Mexico’s southern border after a failed attempt to enter the country.

Some of them broke through Guatemalan border fences but then clashed with
Mexican riot police in no man's land.

On Friday, US President Donald Trump thanked Mexico for its efforts in
stopping the caravan of migrants.

The migrants, mostly from Honduras, say they are fleeing violence and poverty,
and include women and children.

President Trump, who has threatened to close down the US border and cut aid to
countries allowing the caravan to pass, said the military would be called upon if
needed.

“They might as well turn back, they're not coming into this country”, he told
reporters on Friday.

After talks on border security in Mexico, Secretary of State Mike Pompeo said
the situation was reaching “a moment of crisis”.

Many of the migrants temporarily broke through barriers on a bridge which
crosses the river border between Guatemala and Mexico.

Dozens of Mexican police in riot gear fired tear gas to force them to retreat into
no-man's land after being attacked with stones.
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One woman nursing a baby told AFP she had lost two of her children in the
chaos.

“We’re running away from violence, and we arrive here and they just hit us
more”’, Marta Ornelas Cazares, 28, said.

The Mexican authorities said those with valid passports and visas would be
allowed in immediately, though this is believed to apply to only a minority of the
migrants.

They warned that anyone without papers would have to apply for refugee status

or turn back, and anyone who crossed illegally would be detained and deported.

Officials cite lack of hard currency and international sanctions for our ailing and
antiquated passenger fleet, yet the public is at risk and losing confidence in our
national airlines.

The airline aviation authorities and national carriers frequently blame natural
phenomena for the air accidents, but there is also a lack of transparency and
accountability in the airline industry. The numerous committees that have been
appointed have not come up with solutions and the high fatality rate on passenger
flights continues’.

Donald Trump’s Perverse Advantage

When you’ve sunk this low, there’s nowhere to go but sideways.

Elizabeth Warren screwed up. That’s clear. Her big confirmation of Native
American blood offended some Native Americans, did nothing to muffle or muzzle
Donald Trump and left many journalists — me included — questioning her tactical
smarts.

But the media focus on her misjudgment, her character and whether she had the

right stuff for the White House underscores the absurdity of our current politics, in
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terms of the advantage it confers on the president. We expect much of anyone
stepping forward to challenge him. We expect absolutely nothing of him.

Consider his role and behavior in the Warren saga. Her ancestry test followed
his incessant mocking of her as “Pocahontas,” a schoolyard gibe from a puerile mind.

She was specifically provoked by his recent statement that if he ever debated
her, he’d insist that she submit to such an analysis and, if it showed any Native
American blood, he’d donate $1 million to the charity of her choice. But when she
presented such evidence last week, he immediately backpedaled, suggesting that he’d
pledged nothing of the kind.

Was there much attention to that? Nah. It was expected, familiar, another artless
evasion atop an ever-growing Matterhorn of lies. Political observers wondered more
about how her bungle squared with her presidential ambitions than about how his
bogusness squared with the presidency itself. They fretted over her flaws because
they — and more crucially, many American voters — long ago resigned themselves to
his. Hers are quantifiable, definable. His have no bounds.

That’s Trump’s edge over everybody. That’s his gift. He can do no wrong
because he’s all wrong. He never really shocks because he’s a perpetual shock. He
reminds me of a long-held fantasy of mine: that someday, to head the media off at the
pass, a candidate would begin his or her campaign by holding a news conference and
telling reporters: “Let me save you a lot of time and me a lot of grief. I hereby
introduce all the skeletons in my closet: this drug, that dalliance, some naked greed
here, several suspicious tax maneuvers there and, oh, I once adopted a dog from the
pound and returned it the next day. Decide if I’'m disqualified. Then we can move on
to a conversation about how to slow the warming of the globe.”

Except for the global-warming part, Trump essentially did that — not when he
glided down that escalator in Trump Tower but by living the life that he had lived,
under the glare that he had invited, until then. He hadn’t concealed his sexual
infidelity; he’d crowed about it. He couldn’t pantomime Puritanism; he’d emblazoned
his name on casinos and the Miss Universe pageant.

It was clear that he had amassed his fortune through convenient bankruptcies,
unsavory alliances and stiffed creditors.
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His racial demagogy had been well established in his insistence that Barack
Obama was an illegitimate president born outside the United States.

And his misogyny? Megyn Kelly was able to ask that famous question at the
first 2016 Republican primary debate — the one with a litany of his gross physical put-
downs of women — because they had all been chronicled, recorded, transcribed. There
was no running from his boorishness. Boorishness was his brand.

So when alienated, cynical and rebellious voters chose Trump as the loudest
expression of their grievances, they knew exactly what they were getting. When
evangelicals joined them, they understood what kind of church they were in. And
when Republican holdouts submitted, they didn’t convince themselves that they had
judged him too harshly on testimony too scant. They just decided that a pardon was
in their self-interests, and they bit their tongues until they lost the ability to speak.

Trump enjoys a kind and degree of immunity that few if any politicians in my
lifetime have been given. His own exhaustively established indecency inoculates him.
As a result, all manner of ugliness slips by — unnoticed, barely noticed or noticed and
accepted as Trump being Trump.

Brazil’s Sad Choice

Jair Bolsonaro, the blustery hard-right candidate described as “a Brazilian
Donald Trump,” appears headed for the presidency.

Jair Bolsonaro is a right-wing Brazilian who holds repulsive views. He has said
that if he had a homosexual son, he’d prefer him dead; that a female colleague in the
Parliament was too ugly to rape; that Afro-Brazilians are lazy and fat; that global
warming amounts to “greenhouse fables.” He is nostalgic for the generals and
torturers who ran Brazil for 20 years. Next Sunday, in the second round of voting,
Mr. Bolsonaro will most likely be elected president of Brazil.

Behind this frightening prospect is a story that has become alarmingly common
among the world’s democracies. Brazil is emerging from its worst-ever recession; a
broad investigation called Operation Car Washhas revealed wanton corruption in
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government; a popular former president, Luiz Inicio Lula da Silva, is in prison for
corruption; his successor, Dilma Rousseff, was impeached; her successor, Michel
Temer, is under investigation; violent crime is rampant. Brazilians are desperate for
change.

Against this background, Mr. Bolsonaro’s gross views are construed as candor,
his obscure career as a congressman as the promise of an outsider who will clean the
stables and his pledge of an iron fist as hope of a reprieve from a record average of
175 homicides a day last year. An evangelical Christian, he preaches a blend of social
conservatism and economic liberalism, though he confesses to only a superficial
understanding of economics.

Sound familiar? He is the latest in long line of populists who have ridden a wave
of discontent, frustration and desperation to the highest office in each of their
countries. Not surprisingly, he is often described as a Brazilian Donald Trump.

Should he reach the presidential palace, one loser will be the environment, and
specifically the Amazon rain forests, sometimes known as the lungs of the earth for
their role in absorbing carbon dioxide. Mr. Bolsonaro has promised to undo many of
the protections for the tropical forests to open more lands for Brazil’s powerful
agribusiness. He has raised the prospect of withdrawing from the Paris climate
agreement, scrapping the Environment Ministry and stopping the creation of
indigenous reserves — all this in a country until recently praised for its leadership on
protection of the environment.

It is not only the “beef, Bible and bullet” message that has brought Mr.
Bolsonaro to the fore. The popular Mr. da Silva remained a strong contender despite
his imprisonment until the Supreme Electoral Court ruled in August that he was
ineligible to run. For a substitute, the left-leaning Workers’ Party (P.T.) turned
to Fernando Haddad, a former professor, education minister and mayor of Sdao Paulo.
Though Mr. Haddad survived the first round of voting, he has failed to overcome his
party’s association with corruption and mismanagement, which has fed something of
an “anyone-but-the-P. T.” spirit. Polls show him far behind Mr. Bolsonaro in the

second round.
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The choice is for Brazilians to make. But it is a sad day for democracy when
disarray and disappointment drive voters to distraction and open the door to

offensive, crude and thuggish populists.

Sprinting toward the surf, Shonna Cobb flings a fiberglass board onto the wet
sand. With a springy assurance, she leaps atop the narrow 4-foot-long board and
glides into an approaching wave.

In the seconds that follow, she will have to calculate the wave's advance and the
body movements required to sustain enough speed and balance to skim over its 4-foot
face and into the air.

There is no soft landing. She completes the acrobatic trick, then falls into the
receding shallow water at Balboa Beach, absorbing the impact with a tuck-and-roll
motion.

“There’s a reason why there aren’t many women skimboarders,” she says with a
laugh. “It hurts!”

Cobb, 26, of Long Beach, is a full-time veterinary dental assistant and former
dancer. She also is among the most accomplished amateur female skimboarders in the
world — and has the scrapes and scars on her shins and feet to prove it.

This year, Cobb and at least half a dozen other women skimmers go pro.

The rough-and-tumble sport was born in Laguna Beach more than half a century
ago. Yet skimboarding is still considered the poor cousin of surfing, which provides
longer rides on enormous swells. Skimming also commands a far smaller market.

“There’s a ton of women surfers in the world today, but not many women — or
men — who skimboard,” said Butch McIntosh, editor and publisher of 10-year-old
Skim magazine. “I believe that is because it is a brutal, demanding sport that beats
you down into the sand.”
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Typically, the board hydroplanes across shallow water and, seconds later,
smacks into a wave at just the right angle to glide across its surface. The goal is to
turn around and surf back to shore.

Some maneuvers catapult the rider more than 12 feet into the air. The thrills last
for 10 to 15 seconds.

Cobb, who has been skimming since she was 11, calls it “my meditation.”

“The moment I start running toward a wave, I feel totally alive and in a zone of
meditation and endorphin releases,” she said, preparing to race toward an incoming
swell on a recent weekday morning. “But if you hit the wave at a wrong angle, it’s
tragic. You’re toast. I’ve cracked my head open a few times.”

Meredith to sell Fortune magazine to Thai businessman for $150m

US media company Meredith is to sell Fortune magazine for $150m (£115m) in
cash to Thai businessman Chatchaval Jiaravanon, the second time the influential
business magazine has changed hands this year.

Best known for the "Fortune 500" list, the magazine was acquired by Meredith
as part of its acquisition of Time in January for $1.84bn.

Since then Meredith has been looking to sell some of its print assets as it tries to
repay debt.

In September, the company announced the sale of Time magazine to
Salesforce.com founder and co-chief executive Marc Benioff and his wife Lynne
Benioff for $190m in cash.

Meredith said it would use the Fortune sale proceeds to pay down debt, which it
expects to reduce by $1bn during the 2019 fiscal year.

Earlier this year, Meredith also said it would cut around 200 jobs, with plans to
reduce 1,000 more positions.

Mr Jiaravanon is best known for his affiliation with Charoen Pokphand Group, a
business conglomerate with stakes in the Thai telecommunications, food, retail and
motor industries.

The deal is expected to close in 2018.

Melania Trump’s Plane Forced To Make Emergency Landing After Smoke
Begins Billowing Out Of First Lady

WASHINGTON - In what is being described as a “close call” for the aircraft’s
passengers and crew, sources reported that Melania Trump’s plane was forced to turn
around and make an emergency landing Wednesday after thick plumes of smoke
began billowing out of the first lady. “There was a strong burning smell, and as soon
as we noticed the black smoke venting out of Mrs. Trump’s eye sockets and ear
canals, we realized something was seriously wrong,” said crewmember Anton
Chapman, adding that, despite routine maintenance checks of the first lady to prevent
such incidents, occasional mishaps could still occur, especially when internal
regulating systems malfunctioned. “Smoke started filling the cabin, and several
members of the press pool began choking and gagging as we tried to contain the
damage. Unfortunately, there was very little we could do before the fumes
surrounding Mrs. Trump ignited and she burst into flames. Several staffers were
severely impaired in the blast, and we had to make an emergency landing.” At press
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time, witnesses confirmed a crew of firefighters at the landing site was attempting to
put out the still-burning first lady.

Saudi’s impatient, workaholic prince with a very thin skin

Mohammed bin Salman cultivated an image as a reformer. But he struggles to
accept any criticism

Looming over the disappearance and presumed murder of a dissident Saudi
journalist Jamal Khashoggi is a 33-year-old prince, whose ruthless pursuit of power
could have been lifted almost directly from the pages of a Shakespeare play to the
headlines of today.

Mohammed bin Salman is nominal heir and de facto ruler of the Kingdom of
Saudi Arabia, one of the world’s few remaining absolute monarchies. These are
countries — all are currently run by men — where the king is head of state and
government, controlling all levers of power. He lives surrounded by the trappings of
luxurious modernity, from yachts to art masterpieces, but wields power in a system
that would have been familiar to a medieval ruler.

This pre-modern political world, where one man has total authority over all
others, is the only one Bin Salman has ever lived in and known intimately. “[The
crown prince] cannot relate to the world outside Saudi. He was raised in a palace,
being told you can do everything you want,” said one Saudi, who asked not to be
named. “His biggest issue is that he never accepts mistakes.”

Academically successful, impatient, and a workaholic known to spend 18 hours
a day in his office, he has a strong belief in his intellect and the judgment that carried
him to power.

But critics say he also struggles to recognise errors, or accept even mild
criticism. “People who tried to say no even gently and diplomatically faced
consequences,” said one source from Saudi Arabia, who asked not to be named. This
thin skin was put on international display when a single tweet from Canada, calling
on the kingdom to release jailed activists, prompted the kingdom to sever diplomatic

and trade ties. It was particularly surprising given the effort Bin Salman had poured
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into presenting himself as the young face of change, at home and abroad. Nearly two-
thirds of Saudis are under 30, and he claimed to be their champion.

Bin Salman signalled clearly that his push for change did not extend to politics,
rounding up dozens of intellectuals in sweeping crackdowns at home, and lifting
opponents from the streets of other countries to bring them back to Saudi jails.

Khashoggi, who used his position to highlight these contradictions, was among
those Bin Salman wanted to target, hoping to lure him home then detain him,
according to US intelligence intercepts reported by his employer the Washington
Post.

I’m not sure if anyone could review this film without giving away more of the
plot than you’d like to know — certainly more than I’d care to read myself — so take
this as a warning that there’s a good strong possibility I may cross some sort of line
you’d rather not have crossed, as far as you’re concerned.

In one sense this is a straightforward and relatively minor crime novel, but if
you have the chance to see this movie, I am willing to wager that you will agree that
this is not so.

We quickly learn that Margaret Lockwood’s character has just married Ian
Hunter’s character, Charles Carrington. She’s young and beautiful; he’s an older,
well-established type. Not exactly rich, but well enough off that we quickly know
why she married him, or we think we do.

Following her (and then them) around during their honeymoon in Monte Carlo
with unknown intentions, however, is Barry Barnes’s character, Ben Chaney (on the
right), insinuating himself into their life first with a small dog, then as an artist who’d
like to paint her portrait. (She, Bedelia, does not like to have photographs of herself,
but agrees to sit for Chaney to please her new husband.)

We’d like to know that Bedelia is innocent of any wrongdoing, since Chaney’s
persona is that of a sneaky weaselly sort of fellow, but she is far from convincing in
the falsehoods she tells, and we fear the worse, even back in England when Charles
needs to get back to work, where he’s assisted (and more than likely, secretly loved)
by his secretary Ellen (Anne Crawford).

Straightforward enough, as I said up top, but there is also a strange undercurrent
going on in this movie. Eventually Bedelia’s lies catch up to her, but who will her
husband believe? Bedelia, or the artist who’s also living under false representation?

If you don’t sense what’s not precisely stated in the story line, you probably
won’t make much of this movie, translated from Connecticut in 1913 in the book to
England perhaps 25 years later. (The manor house snowed in during a storm makes
one think of the standard cliche of the Golden Age of Detection, but no, that’s not the
kind of mystery this movie is.)

But there’s more to the story than exactly meets the eye, and as I said in my
opening remarks, I hope I haven’t said more than I should have. And to their
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discredit, the other reviews I’ve read on this movie have almost always said more.

I’'m glad I didn’t read them before I watched the movie for myself. I enjoyed it.

The Tailor-Made Man

The Hollywood of today would faint into its macrobiotic dinner if transported
back to the silent era, when Clara Bow romped with an entire American football team
and William Randolph Hearst bought a film career for his mistress, Marion Davies,
who was meanwhile playing away with Charlie Chaplin and Clark Gable. For a brief,
heady span the cinema industry was a law unto itself. “This is Mount Olympus”, as
the fictional Davies puts it in The Tailor-Made Man, a new musical that opens in
1920s Hollywood and traces that world’s descent into reality.

It does so through the story of William Haines, who became a big star but
presented MGM with two problems: he had a mind of his own, and he was flagrantly
gay. As time moved on, and the industry became more vulnerable to public censure,
it also became more puritanical. A scandal with a sailor led Louis B. Mayer to insist
that Haines make a cover-up marriage with film star Pola Negri. Haines refused.
Mayer killed his career, although — “encouraged by his lifelong lover, Jimmy
Shields” — Haines resurfaced as a successful interior designer, remodelling the houses
in which he had previously snorted and cavorted with the Hollywood gods.

The Haines story was originally written as a play by Claudio Macor, but it
works remarkably well as a musical. The cast of ten is uniformly excellent. The
songs, by Adam Meggido and Duncan Walsh Atkins, have a sharp, sweet
knowingness that conjures the period to perfection, as does Macor and Amy
Rosenthal’s book (“Jesus Christ!” says Haines, when told what he will be paid by
MGM; to which the reply is “Leave him out of this, we can’t afford him”.) Indeed the
tone of the whole piece is both cynical and affectionate, rather like the Marion Davies
embodied gorgeously by Faye Tozer (formerly of Steps), who befriends Haines and
Shields while carrying on with her other, more carnal commitments.

In the lead, Dylan Turner is terrific. He shows that Haines’s boyish charm went
hand in hand with an arrogant rapacity, yet he always remains likeable; one can

understand why the kindly Shields (a sincere Bradley Clarkson) fell so deeply in love
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with him. There are star turns from Kay Murphy as Negri and Mike McShane as
Louis B. Mayer, and with a tweak or two it is easy to imagine this show on a bigger
stage.

Bassist Peter Hook is to auction a collection of guitars and memorabilia
from his Joy Division and New Order days after falling out with his former
bandmates.

The items up for sale include his first bass and the guitar he used on Joy
Division's second album, Closer.

It comes a year after a legal action with the rest of the band was settled.

"The court cases with the others didn't help me viewing either band in a very
rosy light," Hook told the BBC.

Hook fell out with the other group members in 2007 and began playing Joy
Division material with his own band, The Light, in 2010.

He told BBC News he had come to feel "something had to go" and that the
memories associated with the Joy Division and New Order items had become
tarnished.

"Since starting again in 2010 and playing the music, which is the only thing I'm
allowed to do, I came to realise that the people who allowed me to play the music -
1.e. the fans - were the only ones that mattered," he said.

"I felt something had been broken and I thought, 'is it time to let [the items] fly?'
It felt like the right time. Maybe not for the right reason, I have to say."

The memorabilia up for sale includes the Gibson EB-0 replica he bought the day
after watching the Sex Pistols' legendary 1976 gig at Manchester's Lesser Free Trade
Hall, a concert that is credited with inspiring a generation of musicians.

"I borrowed the money off my mother," Hook recalled. "Bernard [Sumner] had
told me, 'Make sure you get a bass guitar because I've got a guitar.' I didn't know the
difference.

"I didn't have any more money to buy a case so [the shop owner] stuffed it in
two black bin liners and I very proudly sat on the bus with my bass guitar in its two

black bin liners. It was punk from start to finish.
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"When I got home my father laughed at me and said, 'What are you going to do
with that?' At that precise moment I did not have a clue.

"I just knew I wanted to run off and join the circus, and Johnny Rotten had
shown me the way."

Hook played that bass on Joy Division's debut EP, An Ideal for Living, and used
it to write for the band's first album, Unknown Pleasures.

It will go up for sale with a £4,000 valuation at Omega Auctions in Newton-le-
Willows, Merseyside, on 2 March.

A portion of the auction's proceeds will go to mental health charity Calm and
The Epilepsy Society, in remembrance of Joy Division singer lan Curtis, who was
epileptic.

Curtis took his own life shortly before the band were due to set off on a US tour
in 1980.

Other lots on sale include the itineraries for that tour and a Shergold Marathon
custom six-string bass.

Hook, 62, used the instrument on Joy Division's second album and after New
Order formed following Curtis's death.

Curtis's typed and signed lyrics for the song Failures, which appeared on An
Ideal for Living, will be offered, as will a leather jacket Hook bought in 1977 and
wore into the late 1980s.

"I'm just hoping these things will go out into the world and be appreciated for
the massive part they played in history," said Hook.

The Girl In The Spider's Web Review

Lisbeth Salander can handle a lot. She’s been to hell and back, and attacks
without prejudice. But now, the ever-mutating righter of wrongs, currently wearing a
Claire Foy skin mask, is up against something that may well crush her: a franchise.

The Girl In The Spider’s Web is very much the further adventures of Lisbeth
Salander, adapted from the 2015 book written by David Lagercrantz following
original author Stieg Larsson’s death. The previous cinematic takes on her
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misadventures — the original Swedish trilogy, a classical crime thriller starring Noomi
Rapace, and 2011’s sublimely cold David Fincher piece, starring Rooney Mara —
were completely different interpretations with distinctive character. Fede Alvarez,
who lent horrific atmospherics to the 2013 Evil Dead remake and directed 2016’s
claustrophobic Don’t Breathe has again left-turned. Yet so much of what unfolds is
nothing new. Criminally, at Lisbeth’s expense, it’s played safe.

From the start of the prologue, which introduces us to the young Lisbeth, her
sister and their abusive father, you feel the myth-building, and with the very Bond
titles that pipe up, everything screams epic. The subsequent adult Lisbeth scene
follows suit, and as soon as we see a terrible man behaving terribly, you know exactly
how it’s going to play out. Lisbeth sweeps in like a superhero — like Batman, to be
precise — and we must cheer, presumably.

That’s the main disappointment — everything feels a bit big, from the scope to
the sweeping score to some gorgeous but overly iconic shots. A lot is lumped onto
Lisbeth, and it feels like an awkward fit. Her world has not been sanitised: heavy
stuff goes down, and Alvarez does indulge himself in some disconcerting body
horror. There’s a great drug sequence involving some disturbing physical contortion
from Foy, who is terrific throughout — her Lisbeth isn’t as frighteningly unpredictable
or as primal as those before, but her performance is great regardless, shining with
subtlety, a pressure cooker of repressed pain. Even if she is needlessly rude to fast
food delivery guys.

But it mostly smacks of familiarity, a conventional action thriller. In that regard
it’s a perfectly serviceable, tense, propulsive genre outing. But convention is the last
thing Lisbeth Salander needs. Despite her vulnerabilities, she is definitely a sort of
superhero now, even getting herself a Batmobile. Well, a black Lamborghini, but it
might as well be. If this hits and breeds more, fine. It does its job. But something —
certainly psychological nuance — has been lost. Lisbeth has always been a square peg
in a round hole. Now more than ever.

The review on the film “Titanic” by Antoine Busson

Titanic is a drama and romance film, released in 1997, written and directed by
the very talented James Cameron.

Obama signs order triggering spending cuts

Known officially as sequestration, the president's order canceled $85 billion in
federal funding over the next seven months.

As required, the White House budget office also sent to Congress a report
detailing the magnitude of cuts that federal agencies will have to make.

In aggregate, defense spending must be cut by 13% over the next seven months
and nondefense programs must be cut by 9%. Those percentage cuts will apply to all
non-exempt programs, projects and activities.

In dollars, the spending reduction must be split evenly between defense and
nondefense — as a result, each category will lose nearly $43 billion in funding.

Some key areas of spending will be protected from the budget ax — most notably
military personnel, Medicare and Social Security benefits, as well as Medicaid and
food stamps.

State Department sees no environmental red flags on Keystone

The State Department said Friday that the Keystone pipeline expansion should
have no significant effect on the environment along its proposed route, but stopped
short of saying whether or not the controversial pipeline should be approved.

So as the dancers promenaded onstage Friday night at the Broad Stage in Santa
Monica, I wanted to hold my breath, waiting to take the company's collective pulse
and make certain that everything was indeed OK. And, sure enough, any concerns
soon fell away.

Now led by its former prima ballerina, Virginia Johnson, Dance Theatre of
Harlem is one-third of its former full-strength self, topping out at an ensemble of 16
men and women. It is mighty nonetheless. In a mixed repertory program, the group
displayed three sides of its essential profile: classy, earnest and potent.

The opener, resident choreographer Robert Garland's "Brahms Variations"
(2016), was a welcome card of sorts, inspired by two patrons of the ballet whose lives

are separated by centuries: Louis XIV and Arthur Mitchell, who is Dance Theatre of
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Harlem's indefatigable co-founder. The five couples paraded through courtly
processions and bows, glowing but slightly whimsical looks on their faces.

Garland gives the dancers phrases of unvarnished classical purity, showing off
the symmetrical beauty that comes from the proper angled positioning of every body
part. This less flashy side of ballet is far more difficult to get right than it might
appear.

The dancers were insecure and stiff at first, getting accustomed to the stage and
their spacing. Lead ballerina Crystal Serrano, who later in the night displayed an
aching lyricism in a very different solo part, here never quite settled into the
composed but carefree sparkle that her role required. Her assured partner, Da'Von
Doane, on the other hand, maintained an easy yet commanding presence, gobbling up
space with every step.

The supporting dancers took care to fill out every measure and note of Brahms'
Variations on a Theme by Joseph Haydn (the music was recorded) and occasionally
accented step changes with crisp delineation. Yes, and more please.

The mood shifted for Ulysses Dove's 1993 "Dancing on the Front Porch of
Heaven," an expressionistic memorial Dove made to honor beloved friends and
family. The work begins with six dancers, costumed in simple yet striking white
unitards, holding hands in a circle center stage. They repeatedly returned to this
roundelay, reminiscent of a ritual folk dance, throughout the piece.

Dove matched the high emotion of the tolling bells and layered strings of Arvo
Pért's Cantus in Memory of Benjamin Britten with positions and expressions of
passion and longing. The choreographer bestowed a healing power to each simple
human touch and caress, and dancers folded protectively into their partners.

Ultimately, though, it was our fate to end alone, and the ballet dramatically
closed with dancers in separate spotlights, tracing individual circles. The outstanding
cast consisted of Lindsey Croop, Alison Stroming, Alicia Mae Holloway, Dylan
Santos, Jorge Villarini and Anthony Santos.

The night ended with Darrell Grand Moultrie's 2014 "Vessels," a pulsing

celebration of love and life set to music by Italian contemporary composer Ezio
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Bosso. This was about dancing of surging urgency, fleet running and staggered
entrances onto the stage, creating the impression of continuous waves of movement.

There was Ingrid Silva soaring into a stag leap, her partner flawlessly catching
her in midair. Villarini and Serrano convinced us they shared an undying passion as
they melted into each other. The rest of the cast was equally unfettered, the perfect
way to conclude that Dance Theatre of Harlem has turned that corner.

India to tax rich, luxury cars

India unveiled plans to increase taxes on the rich and luxury cars in a bid to
increase revenue as a slowdown in growth makes it harder for Asia's third largest
economy to plug a yawning budget deficit.

Finance Minister P. Chidambaram said he had no choice but to impose a 10%
tax surcharge for one year on taxable income of more than 10 million rupees, or
about $186,000. Some 42,800 taxpayers would be affected, he said.

"When I need to raise resources, who can I go to except those who are relatively
well placed in society?" he said in a speech to parliament Wednesday.

Chidambaram doubled an existing surcharge on some domestic firms to 10%.
Foreign companies that already pay a higher corporate tax rate will face a new

surcharge of 5%, up from 2% at present.

NBC Investigation Finds No Wrongdoing in Handling of Matt Lauer Case

An investigation by NBCUniversal’s legal team exonerated NBC News
management of any wrongdoing regarding Matt Lauer’s workplace conduct, the
company said on Wednesday.

The report came five months after NBC News fired Mr. Lauer, the former
“Today” show star, following a complaint about inappropriate sexual behavior with a
subordinate. Although the inquiry absolved network leaders, NBC also faced
concerns — including from Mr. Lauer’s former “Today” show co-anchor, Ann Curry —
about how thoroughly it had investigated itself.

“We found no evidence indicating that any NBC News or ‘Today’ show

leadership, News H.R. or others in positions of authority in the News Division
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received any complaints about Lauer’s workplace behavior prior to Nov. 27,
2017,” the report concluded. In the wake of Mr. Lauer’s ouster, there had been
questions about what executives at the network knew about their star’s behavior.

But unlike other news organizations, like Fox News and NPR, that have dealt
with workplace misbehavior, NBC News opted not to have an outside legal firm
conduct its review. The investigation was overseen by Kimberley D. Harris, the
general counsel of NBCUniversal.

After facing some criticism on Wednesday, a company spokeswoman clarified
that two law firms, Proskauer Rose and Davis Polk & Wardwell, had been consulted.

“Proskauer Rose and Davis Polk both reviewed the report and gave their stamp
of approval on the methodology and findings and recommendations for next steps,”
said Hilary Smith, the senior vice president of corporate communications at NBC
Universal.

Signs of weakness

Samuel Tombs, chief UK economist at Pantheon Macroeconomics, said: "Two
consecutive months of stagnation in GDP underline that the economy has little
momentum and that the strong quarter-on-quarter growth rate simply reflects the
weather-related rebound in the summer.

“The expenditure breakdown of GDP, meanwhile, shows that business
investment fell by 1.2% quarter-on-quarter in Q3, taking the total decline since the
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peak in Q4 2017 to 2.4%. The risk of a no-deal Brexit is the clear driver of the
downturn.”

Suren Thiru, head of economics at the British Chambers of Commerce, said: "It
remains likely that the stronger growth recorded in the third quarter is a one-off for
the UK economy, with persistent Brexit uncertainty and the financial squeeze on
consumers and businesses likely to weigh increasingly on economic activity in the

coming quarters."

THE SOLDIER'S SLANG

Army Vernacular as Odd as That of the Navy.
A Man Just Enlisted Is Called “Rooky,” and Men Who Enlist at the Beginning

of Winter and Desert In the Spring Are Called “Snowbirds.”

The army has just as odd a vernacular as the navy. To the uninitiated some army
expressions would convey little or no sense, as. for example. If a soldier were heard
to say, "The top told me to report for kitchen police and help skin the spuds for slum
for supper," the hearer would have several guesses before he would come anywhere
near what this meant In the patter of the barracks.

In plain language, It means that the first sergeant (the ranking or orderly
sergeant) had told him to report to the cook to assist Mm In peeling the potatoes to
make the hash or stew for supper. Hash or stew is always “slum,” and the first
sergeant is “the top;” “kitchen police”, a man who assists the cook in the preparation
of meals and the washing of dishes, pans, etc.

A man who has just enlisted or has not yet been in the ranks long enough to be
considered a full fledged soldier, having learned all his duties, is called “a rooky,”
and woe he unto the “rooky” who gets “fresh” before an old sergeant who has been in
the ranks since before the fresh “rooky” was born! He will be told in any but gentle
terms by the old timer: “Shut up and go about your work. Your name is not yet dry on

your enlistment paper” meaning that when he was sworn in and promised to serve for
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three years and obey the “orders of the president and the officers appointed over him”
he had signed his name to this paper and the signature had not had time to get dry.

When a man says he is going to “take on” or “take to another blanket.” he means
that he is going to re-enlist. The government, in the clothing allowance for each man,
provides a blanket; hence the term to “take another blanket.”

The guardhouse is called “the mill.” Some ill behaved soldier away back in the
past (the term is a very old one) no doubt thought his term in the guardhouse ground
out toward its end very slowly, so he applied this now much used name to the prison
of the garrison.

When “the top” says, “Get your blanket and go to the mill,” the soldier knows
he is in for a tour of duty in the guardhouse, and his blanket means one or more
nights, for in that much to be avoided place nothing is supplied in the way of
comforts, and each occupant carries with him his blanket, or more if he has them, to
make his rest more comfortable.

All meals are called “chuck” and along toward mealtime the expression, “Is it
not time for chuck call to blow?” is heard very frequently.

“Snowbirds” are men who enlist in the winter about the time snow begins to fall
and the real snowbird puts in its appearance and desert in the spring when the robin
appears. They “take on” only to tide over the winter with its discomforts.

The oldest man in the company is “dad” and the youngest “the kid”. Any
deserter is called a “skipper.”

Two men who share the same small tent or whose bunks are side by side in the
barrack room are called “bunkies.” This ancient term originated in the days of the
very old army, when the bunks were “built for two” and two men slept side by side
on a mattress filled with straw and one blanket apiece, much different from today.
When each man has his hair mattress, pillow, sheets and blankets. A “bunky” always
has a chew or filling for a pipe for his mate, when ho might tell another man that he
has not enough weed to “put under your nail.”

All fines received from a court are called “blind,” so that a man who received
ten days in the guardhouse and a fine of $5 would tell his comrades that he “got ten
days in the mill and five blind.”
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The commanding officer of a company or the post is always the “old man.” If he
is not liked other terms, not parlor talk, are used.

All field musicians are called “wind jammers” on account of their jamming of
wind into the trumpet that calls the men to labor or rest.

Every man on the completion of Ills term of enlistment is given n discharge. At
the bottom of his paper in older times was a space In which the character borne by the
man during his term of enlistment was written. If his service had been bad this part of
the discharge was cut off, and it was called "a bobtail." In speaking of the length of
time a man has to serve before he has completed his term of enlistment the term
“butt” means less than a year. So to say he has a year and a little less than two years
he would say “a year and a butt.”

Yankees-Red Sox Games in London Next June Could Be Home Run
Derbies

When the Yankees and the Boston Red Sox visit London for a two-game series
next June, the travel may be a hassle, and beans and toast for breakfast may prove to
be an acquired taste. But two of the best-hitting teams in baseball may find at least
one thing to their liking: the dimensions of London Stadium.

The teams will play Major League Baseball’s first games in England on June 29
and 30, 2019, at the stadium that was designed to host the 2012 Olympics.

The center-field fence will be an inviting target, just 385 feet from home plate
under the preliminary configuration of stadium, which will accommodate 55,000
spectators.

The closest center field wall in baseball is at the Red Sox’ Fenway Park, where
the 17-foot high wall is 390 feet from home plate. It quickly juts out to 420 feet in
right-center field and is adjoined by the Green Monster to the left. The wall at
London Stadium will be between 12 and 14 feet high between the power alleys.

The power alleys will be 375 feet and the foul lines 333 feet with an 8-foot fence
running between the alleys and the foul poles. Dimensions will be finalized in
September.
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Those dimensions would be a boon for Mookie Betts of the Red Sox, who leads
the major leagues with 13 home runs, and the Yankees sluggers Aaron Judge,
Giancarlo Stanton and Gary Sanchez. Entering Tuesday, the Red Sox are leading
baseball with a 460 slugging percentage, and the Yankees are tied for second with 48
home runs.

(By comparison, Yankee Stadium is 408 feet to center field, 399 to left-center
and 385 to right-center field. The left-field line is 318 feet and the right-field line is
314 feet.)

When told of the center-field dimensions in London, Judge’s eyes widened.
“I’ve got to see it to believe it,” he said. “You can’t tell me that.”

When the rest of the dimensions were relayed to him, Judge’s smile only
brightened.

“Oh, wow,” he said. “Hopefully I’'m feeling good at the plate when we head out
to London. Maybe I’ll get a couple out. That’s exciting.”

Yankees center fielder Aaron Hicks said he hadn’t played on a diamond with
such a shallow center field since high school.

News of the series first surfaced in March. It was officially announced on
Tuesday in London to coincide with the beginning of a key series between the Red
Sox and the Yankees at Yankee Stadium.

The Red Sox (25-9) lead the Yankees (24-10) by one game in the American
League East and have the two best records in baseball.

The Red Sox will be the home team for both London games next season. M.L.B.
has agreed to play another series there in 2020 with the participating teams to be
announced.

Several regular-season series outside the mainland United States and Canada
have been scheduled recently.

The Cleveland Indians and the Minnesota Twins played a two-game series last
month in San Juan, Puerto Rico. The Los Angeles Dodgers and the San Diego Padres
finished a three-game series in Monterrey, Mexico, on Sunday. The Oakland
Athletics and the Seattle Mariners will begin next season with a two-game series at
the Tokyo Dome in Japan.

1. Materialism does not deny the reality of mind. What materialism does deny is
that a thing called "the mind" exists separate from the body.

2. Certainly a great deal of new English poetry does meet with indifference

because it seems private and incomprehensible.
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3. While we have no language Academy for English, we do have something that
partly serves the purpose, and that something is the dictionary.

4. The one thing, though, which must be set to her credit, is that she did initiate.
She followed no one, but introduced what was actually a new type of novel.

5. These old manuscripts are not so easy to read as our modern books, for the
reason that there are no spaces between words. The later manuscripts however, do
sometimes have spaces between the words just as we have.

6. He (Maugham) does, however, belong of right to that small and select
company of contemporary writers whose best work, we may reasonably assume, will
survive beyond their lifetime.

7. What possibilities and potentialities in politics, arts, sciences, vanished among
the shell holes and barbed wire, we shall never know. But consequences of this war
we do know, and we cannot ignore them.

Yet it is not
unreasonable to group together the painters who worked chiefly in Florence.

5. The changes of sound here are not irregular.

6. Not dissimilar effects are found in painting.

7. It 1s not without significance, also, that this work was utilized as a basis for

the libretto of a popular opera.
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8. These scholars then carried the New Learning (The Renaissance) to all parts
of Europe, and the learned men of England were by no means unrepresented among
them.

9. These two volumes were savagely, but not unfairly, criticized.

1. These molecules are too small to be seen, even with the microscope, but
strong experimental evidence seems to show that they do exist.

2. The formation of ozone during the electrolysis of water does not change the
weight of the gas collected at the positive pole but it does decrease the volume.

3. We were discussing so far what happens to a body when forces do not act on
it. Let us now consider what happens when forces do act on it.

4. Though some substances (e. g. sand) seem to be very nearly insoluble, water
does dissolve most things to some extent.

5. Although it is impossible to be quite certain of the changes that English words
are now undergoing — for in general it is not until a change is an accomplished fact
that it becomes perceptible — changes which have occurred in the past throw a strong
